Pilot Program at Hoover: Bring Your Own Device (BYOD)
On Monday, January 30, 2012, Hoover High School will begin a pilot program permitting
students to bring their own Internet connected devices to school.  Personal devices with
Internet connection have become a common accessory.  Hoover is taking advantage of the
computing power of these small devices to provide students with enhanced educational
opportunities integrating 21st century skills.  As a pilot program, BYOD will continuously be
evaluated, analyzed and refined.  The length of this pilot program depends on (1) the success
of students adhering to the guidelines and policies while using their technology at school; and
(2) success of adapting instruction and improving learning in the classroom.

To assist your understanding as to why Hoover is making such a sweeping change in our
policy on electronic devices, the following article explains (1) Why Change?  (2) What Parents
Need to Know, and (3) Hoover’s Student Code of Conduct on Electronic Devices

BYOD is a program that has the potential to link home with school to a higher degree.  As parents, you may be wondering about 
types of devices, or safety/security of devices, or what if my child does not have one of these devices to bring to school?  Many of 
your questions may be answered in the following written in a Frequently Asked Question format. 
 
What are the Hardware and Software Considerations? 
1. What types of computing devices may my child bring to 

school? 
Students may  use devices that fall into the following 
categories: (1) laptops, (2) netbooks, (3) tablets, and (4) 
e-Readers.  In some instances, teachers may allow cell 
phones/smartphones to be used.

Whose Responsibility Is It? 
1. Who pays for the technology brought to school? 

These devices will be purchased by and remain the 
property of the family. 
 

2. Who is responsible for any repairs or updating to 
personal computing devices? 
Students and/or their families are responsible for their 
personal computing devices at all times.   
Hoover High School does not have the technology 
support staff to repair or update personal computing 
devices. 

 
3. Who is responsible for damage, loss, or theft of devices 

your child brings to school? 
Families must stress the responsibilities their children 
have when bringing their own computing devices to 
school.  Any devices students bring to school are their 
sole responsibility.   
Hoover High School takes no responsibility to search for 
lost or stolen devices nor is there any assumption of 
financial responsibility by Hoover High School for 
damaged, lost or stolen personal computing devices. 
 

4. Will the family need to have Internet access at home? 
No.  It would be helpful, however, to have some form of 
Internet access (wired or wireless) in order for a child to 
make full use of school resources from home, as well the 
multitude of resources available on the World Wide 
Web.  But, it is not required in order for a child to use a 
personal computing device at school. 
 

5. Does Hoover High School suggest any other 
considerations? 
It may be wise to acquire theft or hazard insurance. 
If purchasing a new computing device for a child to use at 
school, we recommend purchasing the extended 
warranty.

2. Will my child need to have a signed Acceptable Use 
Policy on file? 
Yes.  In order for the North Canton City School District to 
supervise student use of the computer network and the 
Internet, the Acceptable Use Policy must be read and 
the Student Technology Acceptable Use Policy 
Guideline Agreement form must be signed by all 
students who want to have access to educational 
resources.  Parents/guardians of students under age 18 
are also required to read and sign the agreement.  
Students 18 or older may sign the document themselves.  
Signing the document indicates that the student and 
parent/guardian have read and understand the 
expectations of the North Canton City School District. 

3. When can my child use the electronic device at school? 
Students may use their electronic devices in class as 
instructed by the teacher.  It is not expected that a 
teacher will need students to bring electronic devices 
everyday. 
 
Students may use their electronic devices during study 
hall, privilege period, lunch period, and when in the 
Media Center. 
 

4. Will my child be expected to use his or her computing 
device both at school and at home? 
Just as with traditional assignments, some assignments 
may need to be completed at home.  If there is a 
computing device malfunction or an interruption of 
Internet  connectivity at home, a student  may use 
computers at school before or after the school day, 
privilege period, or during study hall. 
 

5. Will this program go district-wide? 
At the conclusion of this pilot program, Hoover High 
School staff and district technology staff will examine the 
data collected.  This data will be shared with other 
building administrators, district administration and the 
Board of Education, after which any further 
implementation plans will be evaluated.

All Electronic Devices: 
�ƒ Classroom staff has the ultimate control of when and what type of electronic devices are used in the classroom. 

�ƒ MP3 players should not be permitted in the classroom.  Consistency across the building is most important. 

�ƒ As with reading a printed book, students reading from eReaders should be permitted as you would with a printed book. 

�ƒ The hallways should be electronic device free. 

o Students should not be sitting in the halls using their devices. 

o Students are not permitted to have their headphones/earbuds in when moving through the hallways. 
 

Mobile phones in the classroom: 
�ƒ School personnel may allow students to use mobile phones in classrooms for class activities to access the Internet or other

�ƒ An enhanced classroom management strategy: school personnel may ask students to put their mobile phones on the corner 
of their desk. 

 

eReaders and MP3 players: 
�ƒ Students may use in any area of Hoover High School, except in the hallways. 

�ƒ MP3 may not be used in classrooms.

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HOOVER STUDENT CODE OF CONDUCT ON ELECTRONIC DEVICES 
Each year, students receive the student code of conduct as part of their planner.  The BYOD pilot requires a change to one section of 
these guidelines - #24 �t ELECTRONIC DEVICES.  Below is the revised section of Electronic Devices reflecting student responsibilities 
when bringing those devices to school. 
 
24. Electronic Devices 

Use of certain electronic devices is permitted in Hoover High School as described below.  Electronic devices are classified as 
disruptive, non-disruptive, and mobile phone devices.  Permissibility of each type of electronic device is described as 
follows: 
Disruptive Electronic Devices 

1.  Recording devices, radios, pagers, laser pointers, and other electronic devices are deemed distracting to the 
educational environment.  As such, these devices are not permitted in any area of Hoover High School, including 
the courtyard. 

2. The misuse of permissible electronic devices in a manner distracting to other students or school personnel is not 
allowed.  The misuse of electronic devices includes, but is not limited to: 

a. Use of any electronic device in a classroom or other area of Hoover High School not authorized by school 
personnel.

c. Listening to video or audio without headphones or earbuds. 
d. Use of headphones/earbuds at a volume level where others can hear. 

Non-disruptive Devices 
1. Non-disruptive devices are defined as electronic devices primarily used for educational purposes. 
2. The categories of non-disrupted devices are (a) laptops, (b) netbooks, (c) tablets, (d) eReaders, and (e) audio 

players. 
3. These devices may be used: 

a. during classroom instruction and in the Media Center as permitted and directed by school personnel. 
b. in study hall, privilege period, and lunch as permitted and directed by school personnel. 

Mobile Phones 
1. Use of mobile phones for any voice or text communication is not permitted during school hours. 
2. Mobile phones may be used as directed by school personnel.  Otherwise, mobile phones must be turned off or 

muted during school hours. 
3. Mobile phones may possess advanced functions including Internet access, eReader, and video/audio functions.  

These functions may be used during study hall, lunch period, privilege period, and classroom instruction as 
directed by school personnel. 

Consequences for inappropriate use of electronic devices 
Violation of the appropriate use of electronic devices, as described above, (1) may result in detentions, Saturday 
detention, In School Suspension, or Out of School Suspension; and (2) student may be required to turn the device over 
to school personnel and the student and/or parent may pick up the device from the Attendance Office at the end of 
the school day. 

Internet Connection 
Wireless Internet connection will be provided by the North Canton City Schools for students to connect their devices to 
the Internet.  Students must have a completed Acceptable Use Policy signed and on file at Hoover High School.  
Additionally, students may connect to the Internet using  their Internet provider.  In this case, the student and family 
will be responsible for any Internet connection expense. 

Lost or Damaged Device 
Hoover High School assumes no responsibility for theft, loss, or damage of an electronic device brought to school.  
Students bring these devices to Hoover High School at their own risk. 

Transporting Devices 
Use of bags and cases to transport electronic devices to and from Hoover High School is encouraged.  Students may use 
laptop bags to carry portable computers to and from class.  However, the bags may not be used to carry books. 
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Guidance News
ONLINE SCHEDULING
This year students will again complete their schedule requests for 2012-2013 online.  Each class will receive online scheduling instructions
and personal passwords prior to their scheduling week.  Online scheduling will be open as follows:
February 1 – 7, 2012:  Online scheduling open for Juniors only.
February 8 – 14, 2012: Online scheduling open for Sophomores only.
February 15 – 21, 2012:  Online scheduling open for Freshmen only.
Students and parents may access online scheduling anytime of day via the Online Scheduling link located on the Hoover High School
Homepage.

PARENTAL REVIEW NEEDED FOR STUDENT SCHEDULING
Counselors met with students in grades 9 through 11 during exam week (before winter break) to go over the new Course Description Booklet,
scheduling request worksheets and class/graduation requirements.  Current teachers of core academic areas have made recommendations to
students regarding the appropriate class choices and levels for next year.  These recommendations are printed in the comment area on the first
semester report card.  (Questions regarding these class recommendations should be directed to the teacher via phone or email).  Counselors
are available to meet with students and parents to discuss course selections.  This year the recommended core courses in English, math,
science, and social studies will be pre-scheduled for your student.
We encourage parents to read through the Course Description Booklet and review the scheduling materials with students to help with course
selections.  Since the master schedule and staffing needs are based on student selection of courses for next year, students should choose
carefully.  In March, all students will receive a printout listing their classes for next year.  On that sheet, a student and parent may make
changes to any of their selected or pre-scheduled classes.  All students will be asked to return that sheet with a parent signature, whether
changes are made or not.
Any special scheduling request to meet an individual need should also be turned in at this time.  This would include scenarios such as; students
who need a study hall during a busy sports season.  These students should indicate which semester the extra study hall is needed.  Also,
students with a chronic illness or medication need that requires lunch at a certain time of day should submit a physician’s order by the end of
this year.  Lunch requests without a physician’s order will not be considered.  We are unable to honor requests for a specific teacher.
Any changes to the courses requested should be submitted to the Guidance Office in writing with a parent signature by March 23rd.  After that
date, schedule requests may only be changed based on failure of a course or other extreme circumstances.  Students do not have until the
end of the year to change their mind!  Only schedule corrections will be possible next fall.

COURSE RECOMMENDATIONS FOR NEXT YEAR
Our goal is to help students and parents make good choices when first selecting classes, as only schedule corrections will be possible next fall.
Teachers have told students their recommended course(s) and/or level appropriate for next year.  These recommendations are printed on the
first semester report card.  Recommendations for course levels are intended to place students at the level where they will be most successful.
They are based on several factors including student’s skill level for the subject, mastery of concepts taught, ability to handle rigorous
curriculum, academic work ethic, and ability to grasp new curriculum quickly.  Students and parents who have questions about a
recommendation should contact the current teacher.  If, after discussion with the classroom teacher, a parent would like to override the teacher’s
recommendation in favor of a more demanding course, they may do so on the course verification sheet the students will receive in March.  All
changes require a parent signature on the verification sheet and will not be made until that time.  All scheduling questions may be directed to the
school counselor at 330/497-5627.   We are unable to honor requests for a specific teacher.

COURSE DESCRIPTION BOOK AVAILABLE ONLINE
In an effort to save paper and printing costs, the 2012-2013 Course Description Book is  available online at all times through the Hoover  High
School Web site.  Each year changes will be indicated in red type.  Currently the book is available on the first page of the high school Web site
and in the Guidance website under the Scheduling link.  It is important that everyone read the book carefully to become familiar with new
information, changes and current course offerings.

CHANGES TO 2012-2013 SCHEDULE REQUESTS
Students and parents are reminded that any changes to the courses requested in online scheduling should be submitted to the Guidance Office
in writing with a parent signature by March 23rd. (These changes should be indicated on the student’s course verification sheet they will
receive in March.)  After March 23rd schedule requests may only be changed based on failure of a course or other extreme circumstances.
Students do not have until the end of the year to change their mind!  Only schedule corrections will be possible next fall.

WHO’S WHO AMONG AMERICAN HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
The Guidance Department does not recommend that students submit information to Who’s Who Among American High School Students,
National Honor Roll and other similar listings.  These are for profit businesses that make their money by selling the books they compile.
Colleges and universities do not consider these listings as significant.  Save your time and money!
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Guidance News - continued

COLLEGE-BOUND JUNIORS SHOULD TAKE MATH SENIOR YEAR
When planning the senior-year schedule, keep in mind all college admissions requirements.  The state universities in Ohio (Akron, Bowling
Green, Central State, Cincinnati, Cleveland State, Kent, Miami, Ohio State, Ohio University, Shawnee, Toledo, Wright, and Youngstown)
endorse the minimum core curriculum for college preparation in Ohio.  The minimum core curriculum consists of the following:

English.................................................................4 credits
Math.....................................................................3 credits (Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, but 4 recommended)
Science................................................................3 credits
Social Studies.......................................................3 credits
Foreign Language...............................................2 credits of the same language
Visual/Performing Arts...........................................1 credit

Private and out-of-state colleges and universities may require more extensive preparation in specific subject areas.  Check with your school
counselor and the college or university of your choice for additional information.
It is also important to note that most college admissions offices are now recommending that high school students take a Mathematics course
through their senior year, even if this goes beyond the minimum admissions requirement of Algebra II.  Math in the senior year is important
because of the Math Placement Test students take during their college Freshmen Orientation.  The score on this test impacts not only the math
placement but also the math courses required at the college level.  A recent ACT study showed that each course taken beyond Algebra II could
boost the ACT math score by as much as 5 points!  We encourage all students to take Mathematics through the senior year.

HIGH SCHOOL SCHEDULING MEETING

PSAT AND PLAN TESTING RESULTS
Sophomores and juniors who took the ACT PLAN and the PSAT tests have received their test score reports.  These reports contain detailed
score interpretation information.  Parents who have not seen the results should ask their student to bring them home.  If you have any
questions or concerns about these results, feel free to contact your child’s counselor for assistance.
Sophomores who took the PSAT this year as a practice test should be sure to take it again during their junior year in order to be in contention
for the National Merit Scholarship competition.

PARENT INFORMATION MEETINGS
On Thursday, February 2, 2012 at 7:00 pm, the Guidance Office will host a meeting for parents and students.  The topic is Scheduling
Information for the Advanced Placement, Dual Enrollment, and Credit Flex Programs – Ways to earn college credit during high school.  This
meeting will take place in Hoover Hall.   Course information and selection will also be discussed and individual questions answered.
During our March Parent/Teacher Conference night on Monday, March 5, 2012, the Guidance Office will host another parent information
meeting at 7:00 pm.  The topic for this meeting will be:  College Planning for Underclassmen.  This meeting will also be held in Hoover Hall.

AP EXAM FINAL PAYMENT PERIOD - February 8 – February 29, 2012
The final payment period for Advanced Placement exams will be February 8- February 29, 2012.  This year, AP exam costs were included as
part of school fees.  If fees have not already been paid, they are to be paid in the main office during the final payment period before the
deadline of February 29th.  Students are to bring a check made out to Hoover High School for $87 per exam and give the check to Mrs.
Mulheim.
Free and reduced lunch students will receive the exam at no cost.  Please see Mrs. Blake in the Guidance Office if you have any other
questions or concerns, and she will be happy to work with you.

ZAPS ACT TEST PREP
Zaps will offer two ACT Test Prep options for juniors this March during OGT week.  The first option will run during the mornings of Monday,
March 12 and Tuesday, March 13 from 7:30 am to 10:00 am.  (This is while the sophomores are taking the OGT and juniors do not have
classes).  A second (repeat) seminar will be given after school Wednesday, March 14 and Thursday, March 15 from 3:00 pm to 5:30 pm.
These 5-hour seminars teach strategies necessary for answering specific question types and general test taking tips.  An increase of 2-5 points
in ACT test score is average after taking this seminar.  Juniors should watch the mail for a letter from ZAPs with registration instructions.  The
seminar fee is $87.00.

COLLEGE AND SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS
ALERT
If your senior student has not yet turned in their college applications
(or has scholarship applications to send), be aware that deadlines
are quickly approaching or may have already passed.  It is important
to apply as soon as possible.  If assistance is needed, please contact
the counselor.  All applications (including scholarships) that must be
mailed before the Guidance Office closes for spring break (March 26
– March 30) should be turned in by Monday, March 12, 2012.  It is
important to plan ahead!  Does your senior need help with the
application process?  Have them make an appointment to see their
counselor.

APPLYING FOR FINANCIAL AID
Parents of seniors who are planning to attend two- or four-year
colleges in the fall should be gathering 2011 tax information together
in order to complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA).  This is the first step in determining eligibility for federal and
state grants and loans for higher education.  Prior to completing the
FAFSA online, you must secure a PIN for both you and your student.
This is done at www.pin.ed.gov.  Worksheets to help you get ready to
file online will be available in the Guidance Office.  You may complete
the FAFSA online at www. fafsa.gov.  If you missed our financial aid
meeting on January 5th, please have your student drop by the
Guidance Office to pick up one of the packets of materials that were
distributed that evening.  If you have any questions, call the Guidance
Office at 330/497-5627 or the college financial aid office.

SCHOLARSHIP SEARCH
This is the prime time for scholarship searches.  Be aware of all
application deadlines – many have already come and gone!
Scholarship opportunities will continue to come in throughout the
spring.  Be sure to also check with the college financial aid offices for
applicable scholarships and beware of their deadline dates.  Students
interested in searching for scholarships and colleges on the web
should check out www.fastweb.com. Customized scholarship and
college search profiles help students tap into more than 600,000
scholarships and nearly 4,000 colleges.  To begin a customized
scholarship or college search, a student will need to have an e-mail
address and Internet access.  Also don’t forget to check out
www.collegeboard.com and the Guidance Web site (http://
hsguidance.northcantonschools.org/) for additional helpful links.

LOCAL SCHOLARSHIPS AVAILABLE
A number of local scholarship applications are now available through
the Guidance Office.  “Local” means that the scholarships will go to
Hoover students.  Some scholarships are based on financial need,
some on community service and leadership, while others are based
on the student’s intended major.  The list may be found in the
Scholarships link on the Guidance Homepage at (http://
hsguidance.northcantonschools.org/).  A printed copy of the
scholarship list, which is updated periodically, is also available in the
Guidance Office and is posted on the bulletin board outside the
Guidance Office, so check it frequently.  New scholarship
opportunities will continue to come in throughout the spring.

HOST FAMILIES FOR FOREIGN EXCHANGE
STUDENTS
Occasionally advertisements are broadcast soliciting host families for
foreign students.  There are many Foreign Exchange companies in
the area, but we are not able to work with them all!  Our board policy
allows Hoover High School to accept foreign exchange students
from the following organizations: Rotary International, Youth for
Understanding, Council on International Educational Exchange
(formerly World Learning), Nacel Open Door and Educational
Foundation for Foreign Study.  If you are interested in becoming a
host family, contact the Guidance Office (330/497-5627) for current
opportunities or for the names and numbers of the local
representatives of these organizations.

WEB SITE FOR STUDENTS PREPARING FOR THE
OHIO GRADUATION TESTS
The Ohio Department of Education (ODE) has a special Web site
designed for students preparing for the Ohio Graduation Tests
(OGT).  The site contains short multiple-choice tests in reading and
mathematics; a writing practice exercise; sample constructed-
response papers in reading and mathematics with annotations, links
to standards, and scoring guides; and practice tests in all five content
areas.  Visit http://ogt.success-ode-state-oh-us.info/studentsOGT.htm
for more information.  Sophomores across the state will take the Ohio
Graduation Tests during the week of March 12, 2012.

SELECTIVE SERVICE - WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW
The Selective Service System is a government agency whose job it
is to provide untrained manpower for the Armed Forces if there is a
national emergency.  By registering, you add your name to a list of
all the men in the nation, ages 18 through 25.  Although there hasn’t
been a draft since 1973, the list would be used to identify men for
possible military service if there were an emergency sufficient for
Congress to order another draft.  Men must register with Selective
Service within 30 days of their 18th birthday.  Failure to register is
breaking the law, which could result in prison terms of up to five
years and fines up to $250,000.  You will not qualify for federal
student grants or loans for college, job training benefits, and many
state and federal jobs if you do not register.  Register online at
www.sss.gov or pick up a Selective Service registration card at any
post office.

HUGH O’BRIEN YOUTH LEADERSHIP SEMINAR
The Hugh O’Brian Youth Leadership seminar (HOBY) is a dynamic,
interactive educational program designed to prepare our country’s
youth to become effective, ethical leaders in their home, school,
workplace and community.  Since 1958 more that 355,000 students
have attended these annual seminars held on local college
campuses.  Each high school may select one sophomore
representative to attend.  This year’s HOBY representative will be
Claire James.  Claire will attend the HOBY seminar at Mt. Union
College in June where she will interact with leaders in business,
government, education, media and non-profits.  She  will get a
realistic look at our nation, its people, and our role within the world
community.

UPCOMING TEST DATES FOR COLLEGE-BOUND JUNIORS
Juniors who are planning to attend two or four year colleges upon graduation should register to take the ACT and/or the SAT at least one time
(preferably twice) during second semester.  If necessary, to improve their scores, students can retake the tests early next fall.  Registration
packets are available in the Guidance Office or students may register online (www.act.org or www.collegeboard.com).  It is especially important
for student athletes and those active in other extracurriculars to plan to test at a time that does not conflict with important events in the activity
schedule.
Remember, the ACT has an optional writing test. Many colleges require the writing test even though they may not be using it for admissions
purposes.  For answers to all of your questions about the ACT, the optional writing test and to find which colleges require the ACT Writing Test
go to: www.actstudent.org or check directly with colleges.
