DEFINITION OF TERMS

Various words, expressions, or symbols will be used throughout this course description
book which may not be clear to the reader. Some of the most important words or
expressions are listed below for your reference.

1. Credit One credit is awarded for each course which normally requires out-of-
class participation and which meets five days a week for a school
year. Some subjects are awarded fractional units of credit (¥4 or ¥2) as
determined by the number of class periods per week and the amount
of homework assigned. Credit is granted at the end of each semester.

2. Required Certain courses are necessary for graduation.
Please refer to REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION on page 2.

3. Elective Subjects which are not required for graduation are called
electives.
4. Semester The course is offered for one semester (18 weeks).

5 * The asterisk (*) indicates an honors or an advanced placement
course.

6. Prerequisites These are conditions which must be successfully completed before a
student may select a certain course.

7. Non Academic  Band, choir, orchestra, piano lab, voice lab, physical education,
Courses mentorship, varsity fitness, office aide, and ACT/SAT Math Prep.

Any deviation from the above requirements must be approved by the principal.

ADDITIONAL GRADUATION AND REGISTRATION INFORMATION

A. Twenty (20) credits shall be required for graduation. Nineteen (19) of these must be academic
credits. Non-academic courses include: band, choir, orchestra, piano lab, voice lab, physical
education, mentorship, office aide, varsity fithess, and ACT/SAT Math Prep.

B. Students must earn at least three (3) credits in science by completing one full year of Freshman
Science and one full year of Biology plus one additional science credit from either Chemistry,
Integrated Environmental Science, Conceptual Physics, Physics or Anatomy & Physiology.

C. Students must earn at least three (3) credits in mathematics by completing three full year
mathematics courses.

D. Middle school students successfully completing the first-year of foreign language and/or Algebra |
course(s) will be granted a high school unit of credit for each course. Such credit will count toward
the twenty (20) high school credits required for graduation. Grades earned for these courses will
become part of the high school grade point average.

E. Credit/Attendance Policy - To receive credit for a course, a student must not miss more than ten (10)
days in each course per semester. Deviations from this policy can be approved by the building
principal after the review committee makes its recommendation. The review committee will consist
of an associate principal, a teacher, and a guidance counselor. If medical reasons will be used in a
review, a statement from a medical practitioner must be on file with the appropriate associate
principal. This must be on file within three school days of the absence. All other absences from
school may be counted toward credit attendance including court appearances and out-of-school
suspensions.

F. Each student is personally responsible for completing all graduation requirements. Seniors attending
summer school after the senior year who do not complete all graduation requirements by September
1st will be required to complete the testing requirements for the class in which the student will
graduate.
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OHIO HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA REQUIREMENTS

REGULAR HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA

A regular diploma will be granted if the student has passed the Ohio Graduation Test and has completed
all graduation course requirements. No high school diploma will be granted if the student has not passed
the Ohio Graduation Test, even if the student has completed all graduation course requirements.

HONORS DIPLOMA (For Students Graduating 2010 and be fore)

An honors diploma will be granted if a student has met the requirements for a regular diploma, passed all
state testing requirements and has met at least eight of the following nine criteria for a college preparatory
or nine of the following ten criteria for a career-technical education curriculum.

College Preparatory Curriculum (8 of the 9 criteria):
1. Earn four credits of English;
2. Earn three credits of math, including at least Algebra |, Geometry, and Algebra Il;
3. Earn three credits of science, including Freshman Science, Biology, and either Chemistry or
Physics;

4. Earn three credits of social studies;

5. Earn three credits of one foreign language or two credits each of two foreign languages;

6. Earn one credit of fine arts;

7. Earn one credit of business/technology and two additional credits in 1-6 above or earn three
additional credits in 1-6 above;

8. Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 up to the last grading period

of the senior year;
9. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or a score of 1210 on the SAT.

Intensive Career-Technical Curriculum (9 of 10 criteria):
1. Earn four credits of English, which may include one credit of Applied Communication;
2. Earn three credits of mathematics, which must include Algebra and Geometry;
3. Earn three credits of science, including Freshman Science, Biology and either Chemistry or
Physics;
4. Earn three credits of social studies;
5. Earn two credits of a foreign language; or two credits of business/technology; or one credit of
each;
Earn three credits of career-technical education curriculum;
Earn two additional credits in 1-6 above, or in fine arts;
Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 up to the last grading period
of the senior year;
9. Complete a career passport that reflects achievement of the occupational proficiency benchmark
established for the Ohio Vocational Competency Assessment or the equivalent;
10. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or a score of 1210 on the SAT.

HONORS DIPLOMA (For Students Graduating 2011 and be yond)

An honors diploma will be granted if a student has met the requirements for a regular diploma, passed all
state testing requirements and has met at least seven of the following eight criteria for a college
preparatory or nine of the following ten criteria for a career-technical education curriculum.

College Preparatory Curriculum (7 of the 8 criteria):
1. Earn four credits of English;
2. Earn four credits of math, including at least Algebra |, Geometry, and Algebra lI;
3. Earn four credits of science, including Freshman Science, Biology, Chemistry and Physics;
4. Earn four credits of social studies, including World Studies, US History, Government and
Economics;
Earn three credits of one foreign language or two credits each of two foreign languages;
Earn one credit of fine arts;
Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 up to the last grading period
of the senior year;
8. Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or a score of 1210 on the SAT.

COLLEGE PREP CORE CURRICULUM RECOMMENDATIONS FOR
OHIO'S STATE ASSISTED UNIVERSITIES

College-bound students should be aware that the state universities in Ohio (Akron, Bowling Green,
Central State, Cincinnati, Cleveland State, Kent, Miami, Ohio State, Ohio University, Shawnee, Toledo,
Wright, and Youngstown) endorse the minimum core curriculum for college preparation in Ohio. The
minimum core curriculum consists of the following:

OHIO STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION
AWARD OF MERIT REQUIREMENTS

Seniors will be granted the Award of Merit certificate by the State Board of Education if they meet the
criteria specified in A and C or B and C. This award is calculated at the end of the third 9-weeks of the
senior year.

PRESIDENT'S AWARD FOR EDUCATIONAL EXCELLENCE
REQUIREMENTS

Seniors will be granted the President’s Award if they meet the following criteria:

90% (or 3.5 equivalent on weighted class rank) through the first semester of grade 12.

Achieve a score of 25 on either the Reading OR Math sections of the ACT or achieve a score
of 620 in either Critical Reading or Math on the SAT.

CLASS STANDING

A. A student must earn a minimum of five (5) credits to be eligible for assignment to grade ten. If a
student does not meet this requirement, sufficient credit must be earned in summer school or the
student will be reassigned to a grade 9 homeroom.

B. Ten (10) credits are required for a grade eleven homeroom assignment. If a student does not meet
this requirement, sufficient credit must be earned in summer school or the student will be reassigned to
a grade 10 homeroom.

C. Fifteen (15) credits are required for a grade twelve homeroom assignment. If a student does not meet
this requirement, sufficient credit must be earned in summer school or the student will be reassigned to
a grade 11 homeroom.

COURSE REGISTRATION

Starting in January, students begin to choose courses for the following year. Classroom teachers give
recommendations to students regarding appropriate courses and levels. A course verification sheet is sent
home in the spring for parents and students to review and finalize course selections. Since course
selection is used to determine class offerings, staffing, class sizes and the Master Schedule, any requests
for changes in student schedules greatly impact this planning. It is vital that students and parents choose
carefully for next year and that all changes be made by the end of the current school year. Only schedule
corrections due to computer conflict or error will be possible in the fall.

COURSE OFFERINGS

Sufficient enrollment is required for any course to be scheduled. If there is not sufficient student interest in
a particular course, it will not be scheduled for the upcoming school year.

SCHOOL DAY

The Hoover High School day extends from 7:25 a.m. to 2:38 p.m. There are eight 43-minute scheduling
periods plus a 21-minute lunch and a privilege period in each school day

STUDENT COURSE LOAD

All students are required to schedule a minimum of six periods each semester, including a minimum of five
academic classes. In addition, students may not have more than two full periods of study hall. If a student
chooses not to take a sixth academic class, the student must then select a non-academic class such as
ACT/SAT Math Prep, band, choir, orchestra, piano lab, voice lab, mentorship, office aide, physical
education, or varsity fithess. The only exception to this procedure is when a student is taking a science that
has a lab which alternates with a study hall. Every other day, these students may have three study halls.
However, it should be noted that this would be considered a light schedule for college-bound students.

“LATE ARRIVAL""EARLY RELEASE” JUNIOR/SENIOR OPTION

Hoover High School juniors and seniors have the option to schedule a first OR thirteenth period study hall to
receive “Late Arrival” (8:12 a.m.) or “Early Release” (1:50 p.m.). This privilege is extended only to juniors
and seniors and is dependent on the following criteria:

responsible behavior (no serious office referrals);
passing grades (at least a 77% in each class);

strong attendance (five or less absences per semester);
timely arrival (no more than five tardies per semester);
passage of all parts of the Ohio Graduation Test;

no outstanding feeffines.

These criteria will be reviewed at each interim and nine-week grading period. Students who do not meet
standards will be placed in a study hall for the following nine weeks. This option is considered a study hall
and does not count in the requirement of six scheduled periods.

CRITERIA FOR STUDENTS PLANNING TO TAKE HONORS COURS ES

Listed below are general criteria for students planning to take honors courses at Hoover High School.
These criteria were developed by a cross-disciplinary committee. Individual disciplines may have additional
criteria. Honors and advanced placement courses are labeled with an * next to the course number.

Students must be strong, independent learners.

Students will be required to communicate verbal and written knowledge above and beyond the
level of the expectations in the regular classroom.

Students may be responsible for increased daily work, both in and out of class (i.e., more
reading, more problem sets, etc.)

Students will be expected to conduct research and/or investigations of a more in depth nature.

Students will be expected to achieve higher levels of knowledge, involving increased use of
application, synthesis, reflection, and evaluation.

SCHEDULE CORRECTIONS

Since staffing, class sizes and the Master Schedule are determined by course enrollment, students should
select their classes carefully. It is vital that students and parents choose carefully for next year and that all
changes be made by the end of the current school year. Each fall, corrections are possible only for
students who have a computer conflict or error. Every effort will be made to make these corrections before
the first day of school.

Other changes necessary due to extreme circumstances/hardships should be requested through the
Guidance Department. These requests will be considered on a case-by-case basis only and may not be
possible. Lunch requests without a doctor's order and requests for a specific teacher will not be
considered.

DROPPING A CLASS

Performing Arts classes (Band, Choir and Orchestra) are yearlong programs and do not include the
semester drop option without penalty. Students who withdraw from one of these courses after the first 20
days of school will receive a grade of withdraw failing (W/F).

As with all courses, students may only withdraw if the drop does not take the schedule below the required
minimum course load (five academic courses and six periods full).

A student may drop a semester or yearlong course without penalty (failure) if the drop takes place within the
first 20 days of school and if the drop does not take the schedule below the required minimum courseload
(five academic courses and six periods full). At the end of the first semester, a student may drop a
yearlong course without penalty if the drop is completed by the end of the first week of second semester.
All drops require teacher and parent/guardian approval. Exceptions must be approved by the principal. A
study hall will replace a dropped course.

Students and parents should carefully weigh any decision to drop a course required for graduation. This
should only be considered in extreme cases and is not usually a suggested course of action.
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CHANGING LEVELS

Once course selection, placement and choices have been determined, it is important for students to strive
to be successful and learn to work hard in all types of learning environments. Teachers, parents and
counselors work together with students to develop an intervention plan that supports and teaches students
to take responsibility for their learning and achievement.

A student may move from one course to a more or less difficult one within a discipline through teacher
recommendation only. Students should first demonstrate that they have completed all homework and
sought additional help from the teacher, tutor and/or Academic Learning Lab. The teacher may initiate a
level change at any time during the semester if the teacher feels the change is appropriate. After the
change is made, the grade for_the nine weeks will be calculated by using grades from both classes based
on the percentage of time in each class. Students will not be moved to a lower level unless they are
earning a D or F in the course. All level changes require both teacher and parent/guardian approval.

SUMMER SCHOOL

Summer courses may be taken during any of the four years of attendance in high school. Hoover High
School summer school information (including registration dates and cost) is distributed to students each
spring. Courses may also be taken during summer school at any accredited high school. Students
attending summer school at another location must have that school forward grades and credit information to
the Hoover Guidance Office in order for the course to become a part of the transcript.

GRADES

Each course granting academic credit will use the numeric grading system. Those courses granting non-
academic credits will use the letter grading system. Teachers calculate all student grades using the
following criteria: “Academic Achievement” at least 85% of grade, “Academic Practice” at most 15% of
grade.

A=94-99
B=87-93
C=77-86
D=70-76
F = Below 70

The semester examination counts one-seventh (1/7) of the semester average. The semester average is
calculated by tripling each nine-week grade, adding the semester examination grade, and dividing the total
by seven (7).

In computing grade averages for grades 9-12, only courses granting academic credit are included. For
more information on grading and reporting, visit the North Canton City Schools Web Site at

TRANSFER STUDENT GRADES/CREDITS

The records of transfer students are evaluated individually using the grades and credits granted by the
previous school. All courses graded by the letter grading system will have the grade converted to the
corresponding numerical counterpart on the Hoover High School grading scale.

PARENT INTERNET ACCESS TO GRADES

The Pinnacle Internet Viewer (PIV) allows parents and students to monitor progress in all classes. Teacher
gradebooks and attendance information may be viewed online, and an email notification system may be
enabled. To access PIV, a student ID number and password are required. These are given out at the
beginning of each school year. PIV is found through the Hoover High School homepage at
www.northcanton.sparcc.org/~hoover/pinnacle.php

ACADEMIC LEARNING LAB

Hoover High School’s Academic Learning Lab (A.L.L.) has content area teachers and peer tutors available
most periods for individual and small group assistance. Students may visit the lab during study hall periods
to receive help with homework, projects, papers, organization, study skills, etc. Daily progress reports are
completed and given to the classroom teacher when a student uses the Learning Lab.
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HOMEWORK REQUESTS

Students are responsible for gathering their homework from their teachers if they are absent for one or two
days. If a student is absent for three or more consecutive days due to iliness, a parent may request
homework assignments by calling the Hoover High School Attendance Office at 330-497-5620. The
homework usually may be picked up after school the day after the request is made. Students who have
missed tests/homework are required to arrange a convenient time for rescheduling the test/homework with
the respective teacher at a time other than during the regular class period. Make-up work is the
responsibility of the student and must be completed promptly. It is reasonable to expect all make-up work
to be completed within a week of a student’s return to school.

INCOMPLETES
Students who receive a grade of Incomplete must complete all necessary make-up work according to each
teacher’s guidelines before a grade and credit may be given.

CLASS RANK

A weighted scale is used to determine class rank, valedictorian, and salutatorian. The ranking is based on
semester grades of academic courses. Rank is published for the first time in the fall of the junior year and
is updated at the end of each semester thereafter.

The scale used to determine the weighted class rank is shown below.

CLASS VALEDICTORIAN AND SALUTATORIAN

The class valedictorian and salutatorian are the number one and number two students with the highest and
second highest cumulative grade point average based on the weighted class rank. Students must have
completed four consecutive semesters of classes at Hoover High School to become eligible for
valedictorian and salutatorian, or other awards based on rank.

HONOR ROLL
Students who maintain a cumulative average of 90 percent for all academic courses throughout the nine-
week grading period will be listed on the honor roll.

NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY

Four criteria are used for admission to the National Honor Society. They are scholarship, leadership,
character and service. To be eligible for membership, a junior or senior must have been in attendance at
Hoover High School for at least one semester and have a 92.000 cumulative grade point average (3.714 or
equivalent on weighted rank) based on grades beginning in grade nine (or middle school if high school
courses were taken).

A typical inductee will have the required G.P.A. and be involved in several significant activities at Hoover
High School. A new member will also have no major infractions of the school’ s code of conduct. He/she
will be a leader in the classroom, an active member in school and community activities, and be a positive
role model for all students at Hoover High School. Once inducted into NHS, a student will be expected to
maintain the same standards of scholarship, leadership, character, and service. Volunteer hours will be
required for each semester. Failure to maintain standards of scholarship, leadership, character, and service
could result in dismissal.
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POST-SECONDARY ENROLLMENT OPTIONS (PSEQ)/SENIOR TO SOPHOMORE PROGRAM (S2S)
The Post-Secondary Enrollment Options/Senior to Sophomore Program allows qualified high school
students to take classes at local colleges on a full-time or part-time basis. To be eligible to participate, a
student must have a grade point average of at least B or its equivalent in all high school courses the student
has taken in the same subject area as the college course in which the student intends to enroll. Students
must take the ACT, complete an application and be accepted by the college. There is no cost involved with
taking these classes. Students receive both high school and college credit. Grades become part of the
high school grade point average. It should be noted that no honors or advanced placement credit will be
granted for post-secondary classes.

A student must declare his/her intention to participate in the program the following year by March 30th. A
student who considers Post-Secondary after the March 30th deadline may apply for permission. However,
it should be noted that the student may only register for a college/university class(es) not taught at Hoover
High School and must continue all scheduled Hoover courses.

The Guidance Department will provide additional information about this program at an evening meeting for
parents and students each December. Interested students should register for the October, December, or
February ACT.

COURSE LOAD FOR POST-SECONDARY ENROLLMENT OPTIONS/S ENIOR TO SOPHOMORE
PROGRAM STUDENTS

Students who attend college on a full-time basis must carry the minimum number of hours established by
the college as attending full-time. This is typically twelve (12) semester hours. Please note that for
purposes of high school athletic eligibility, the Ohio High School Athletic Association requires full-time
students to carry at least thirteen (13) semester or quarter hours. Student athletes are also required to
obtain from their professors evidence that they are passing at the end of each high school grading period.
Students who attend college part-time must carry a combination of five (5) academic classes at the college
and the high school.

EDUCATIONAL OPTIONS AND GRADING PROCEDURES

Because of the number of educational options available outside North Canton Hoover High School, it has
become necessary to clarify some factors affecting grade point average (GPA). The GPA is to be
representative of a student’s achievement in course work which has been developed by the North Canton
City School District and/or Comprehensive Collaborative personnel or course work offered as part of the
Post-Secondary Options/Senior to Sophomore program in the state of Ohio. In an effort to make grading
procedures equitable and consistent for all students, standards in grading procedures have been developed
(see following chart).

Honors and Advanced Placement (AP) credit will only be awarded for courses offered by Hoover High
School and the Comprehensive Collaborative Program. This allows for uniform evaluation of courses which
have been developed, taught, and graded by Hoover High School or Collaborative personnel.

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ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY

The Ohio High School Athletic Association requires specific academic standards in order for athletes to be
eligible for playing sports. In order to be eligible in grades 9-12, the student athlete must have received
passing grades during the immediately preceding grading period in a minimum of five one-credit courses or
the equivalent which count toward graduation and achieved a minimum 70% (1.00) grade point average
each grading period. A first semester freshman must have passed 75% of those subjects taken during the
last grading period of eighth grade.

Students enrolled full-time in the Post Secondary Enrollment Options/Senior to Sophomore Program are
required to carry at least thirteen (13) semester or quarter hours to maintain their athletic eligibility.
Students who attend college part-time must carry a combination of five (5) academic classes at the college
and the high school. Students are also required to obtain from their professors evidence that they are
passing at the end of each high school grading period.

NCAA DIVISION | AND Il COLLEGE ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY

If you plan to play college sports, you should familiarize yourself with the following information. To be
certified by the Clearinghouse, you must

1. Graduate from high school.

You should begin the certification process at the beginning of your senior year in high school if you are
sure you wish to participate in intercollegiate athletics as a freshman at a Division | or Il institution.
Students should complete the Clearinghouse registration online at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net and
request that their transcript be sent in August/September of their senior year. The Clearinghouse will
issue a preliminary certification report after you have had all your materials submitted (official six-
semester transcript, ACT or SAT scores, student release form, and fee). After you graduate, IF your
eligibility status is requested by a member institution, the Clearinghouse will review your final transcript
and proof of graduation to make a final certification decision according to NCAA standards.

2. Earn a grade-point average of at least 2.00 (on a 4.00 scale)

In a core curriculum of a least 16 academic courses which were successfully completed during grades
9 through 12 a student athlete must have at least a 2.0 G.P.A. Only courses listed as approved on
your high school's List of NCAA Approved Core Courses (see page 10) can be used to calculate your
NCAA grade point average. No special values are allowed for “+” or “-” (plus or minus) grades or
weighted grades. The chart below indicates the number of years of NCAA core courses that must be

4. Division I: Have a core-course grade point average of at least 2.00 (based on a maximum of 4.00) and
a combined score on the SAT verbal and math sections or a sum score on the ACT based on the
qualifier index scale (see chart below). If you do not meet the standards shown on the chart, you may
be determined a “partial qualifier.”

HOOVER HIGH SCHOOL COURSES APPROVED FOR NCAA ELIGIB ILITY

The NCAA has approved the following courses for use in establishing the initial eligibility certification status of student-athletes from
this school. Courses beginning with the “=" prefix mean that only students who have received proper NCAA approval for their
diagnosed learning disability may receive credit for these approved courses. The student must have provided verification of his or her
disability status by presenting to the NCAA Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse either: (1) a nonstandard ACT or SAT score; or (2) notice of
disability designation by the NCAA Disability Services Staff. NCAA legislation permits a student to receive credit for a core course only
one time. As a result, if a student repeats a core course, the student will only receive credit once for the core course and the highest
grade earned in the course will be included in the calculation of the student’s core-course grade-point average. Likewise, if a student
completes a course that is duplicative with another core course, the student will only receive credit once for the core course and the
highest grade earned in the course will be included in the calculation of the student’s core-course grade-point average.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Computer science courses cannot be used to fulfill core course requirements for student-athletes first entering a

collegiate institution on or after August 1, 2005.

GUIDANCE

Counseling and guidance services are provided for all Hoover High School students. Counselors are
available to every student who wishes to discuss such matters as career planning, educational planning,
and personal/social development.

Because of the volume of transcripts processed by the Guidance Department, transcript
requests should be submitted two weeks before any deadline. Transcript request forms are available
from the Guidance Office or may be downloaded from the Hoover High School Web site. All transcript
requests are logged into the Guidance Office Web site and may be viewed in the student’s account.

TESTING

OHIO CAREER INFORMATION SYSTEM (OCIS) — GRADES 9,10

The OCIS career interest inventories are administered to students through the Integrated Wellness class. These
instruments are valuable tools for students involved in the process of career and educational planning. They are
geared for individuals seeking immediate career entry as well as for those who will complete post-secondary
education: career, technical, business school, community college, or a four-year college. The results will help
students to understand how their preferences fit into the world of work as they consider options for a future
major/career.

PLAN - GRADE 10

The PLAN provides practice for the ACT and is designed to measure skills developed through early high school in
four curriculum areas: English, mathematics, reading, and science reasoning. It gives students an early indication of
their educational progress in view of the educational and career options they are considering after high school.
Students register in the fall for the PLAN (seating may be limited). A fee must be paid at the time of registration.

THE PRELIMINARY SCHOLASTIC ASSESSMENT TEST/NATIONAL MERIT SCHOLARSHIP QUALIFYING TEST
(PSAT/NMSQT) - GRADES 10, 11

The PSAT/NMSQT will be administered to all interested sophomores and juniors each year on the national test date
in the month of October. The PSAT includes questions designed to measure verbal reasoning skills, critical reading
skills, math problem-solving skills, and a measure of writing skills. Students will be permitted to use any four-function,
scientific, or graphing calculator on the test.

The PSAT serves two purposes: to provide practice for the SAT and to enable juniors to compete for scholastic
recognition and financial awards through the scholarship program administered by the National Merit Scholarship
Corporation.

Students register in the fall for the PSAT (seating may be limited for sophomores). A fee must be paid at the time of
registration.

THE AMERICAN COLLEGE TEST (ACT)

The American College Test is a test used for admission and placement by all Ohio colleges and universities. Most
colleges and universities outside of Ohio also accept the ACT. The test consists of four subtests: English (45
minutes in length); mathematics (60 minutes in length); reading (35 minutes in length); and science reasoning (35
minutes in length). There is also an optional 30-minute writing test. Students are permitted to use calculators on the
mathematics test. An interest inventory is completed at the time of registration. Results of the test and interest
inventory assist students with their educational and career planning.

It is recommended that college bound juniors take the ACT in February, April, or June and seniors take/retake the
ACT in October or December. Strong academic students in grades 9 and 10 may want to take the ACT for practice.
Seniors must have taken the ACT to be considered for the Ohio Academic Scholarship. It is important to take the
ACT with writing at least once. For more information on the ACT and to register online go to www.actstudent.org.
Registration packets are available in the Guidance Office. Access to the ACT Online preparation program may be
purchased in the Guidance Office for $5.00.

THE SCHOLASTIC APTITUDE TESTS
SAT |: Reasoning Test and SAT II: Subject Tests

The Scholastic Aptitude Tests are used by many colleges for admission. All colleges in Ohio accept these tests for
admission and placement. Many selective colleges outside of Ohio require the SAT. A student must be sure to
check the testing requirement for each college or university he/she is considering.

The SAT | includes verbal reasoning sections with emphasis on critical reading, including a double passage with
different points of view and questions that measure vocabulary in context. Antonyms are no longer included. The
mathematical reasoning sections have questions that require students to produce their own responses. Students are
permitted to use calculators. There is emphasis on interpretation of data and applied mathematics.

Many selective colleges and universities require the SAT | and the SAT II: Subject Tests as part of their admission
procedure. Students register for Subject Tests using the SAT | registration procedure. The Subject Tests are one-
hour, multiple-choice tests in writing, literature, foreign language, history, mathematics, sciences, and English as a
second language. Students may take up to three subject tests at a testing session. Students who are planning to
attend selective colleges may wish to take one or more of the subject tests during or soon after they have completed
a related course. For example, an outstanding student interested in a possible medical career may wish to take the
biology test at the end of the sophomore year and/or the chemistry test at the end of the junior year.

The SAT is given seven times during the year. It is recommended that juniors take the SAT in March, May or June.
These tests will assist students in their college planning and in satisfying requirements for special programs such as
R.O.T.C., the academies, and early admission into college. Seniors take/retake the SAT in October, November, or
December. Strong academic students in grades 9 and 10 may want to take the SAT | for practice. To register online
or for more information on the SAT | and SAT Il Subject Tests go to www.collegeboard.com. Registration packets
are also available in the Guidance Office.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT TESTS

The Advanced Placement Tests are offered annually by the College Entrance Examination Board to give high school
students the opportunity to demonstrate college-level achievement and to obtain credit hours in college courses.
These tests, administered on national test dates in May, are three hours in length. Qualified sophomores, juniors,
and seniors may participate in the Advanced Placement Program. Students enrolled in an AP course will receive AP
test registration instructions in class. Students must register through the Guidance Office. The fee must be paid at
the time of registration.

OHIO GRADUATION TEST

Students must pass all five sections (writing, reading, math, social studies, and science) of the new Ohio Graduation
Test to receive an Ohio diploma. All sections of the test will be based on the Ohio Academic Standards, which can
be found on-line at www.ode.state.oh.us. The test format will follow that of the Ohio Achievement Tests, with all
sections, except writing, containing multiple choice, short answer, and extended response (essay) questions.
Students will take the test the first time in March of their sophomore year, and will have two opportunities during the
junior and senior years to retake any sections of the test not already passed.

GIFTED EDUCATION

In accordance with House Bill 282, gifted and talented identification procedures are in place in the North
Canton City Schools for kindergarten through grade 12.

Students can be identified as gifted in one or more of the following categories using State of Ohio criteria:
superior cognitive, specific academic (reading, math, science, and/or social studies), creative thinking,
and visual/performing arts (art, instrumental and vocal music, dance, and drama). All North Canton
students will be academically screened at grades two, five and seven with standardized testing (the
Stanford and Otis Lennon tests). (The Ohio Department of Education has said proficiency and state test
scores may not be used to identify students.) In the other grades, students will be assessed on an as-
need basis to determine gifted identification. A student may also be individually referred for testing at
any time by teacher, parent, or self-request. Individual tests are given twice a year at an after-school time
and place. Visual and performing arts referrals can be made by the districts’ arts teachers but can also
be made by parents or students as well. These assessments take place on a Saturday at on out-of-
district location.

To qualify for services, which consist of Galaxy (grades 3-5), Discover (grades 6-8), or Reach (grades 9-
11), a student must have an SAIl score of 126+ on the standardized ability/cognitive test (Otis Lennon)
and a percentile (NP) total score of 95+ on the standardized math or reading achievement test (Stanford
or Metropolitan). Students identified and currently receiving services through Galaxy, Discover, or Reach
will not need to be re-identified and will remain in the program. To qualify as gifted in one of the visual
and performing arts, an audition or display of work is required and the criteria vary by discipline.

Hoover High School serves the needs of talented young people in many ways. Seventeen Advanced
Placement courses are available to upperclassmen and prepare them to take the College Board’'s AP
examinations for possible college credits. Throughout the four years of high school, accelerated and/or
honors courses are offered in most subject areas and arts classes and opportunities are plentiful. In
addition, many of the co-curricular activities should be especially interesting for talented students. The
Reach Program may consist of mentorship opportunities when available.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) COURSES

UNDERSTANDING COURSEWORK EXPECTATIONS

All Hoover High School students are highly encouraged to take the most challenging coursework that,
with hard work and diligence; they are capable of completing successfully. At the same time, it is
imperative that Hoover High School ensures that all course expectations are met for students receiving
trademarked Advanced Placement (AP) credit, as laid out by the College Board. Thus, those enrolling in
Advanced Placement classes should be aware of the following information:

- AP classes are college-level courses that are taught at the high school level. The reading level of
the texts, reading and writing assignments, research projects, testing/assessment, etc. are at the
college level of difficulty.

- AP course content is based on specific curriculum set by the College Board. Hoover High School
AP teachers have received training through the College Board specific to the coursework and
testing used in their AP classes.

- The primary goals of students taking AP coursework are as follows: 1) prepare students for
success in college coursework; 2) prepare for and score at least a “3” on the year-end, College
Board-developed AP test; 3) initiate students to the level of reading, writing, and research
expected in college courses; and 4) challenge students to reach their maximum learning.

- Due to the rigor and intensive content of these courses, students electing to take multiple AP

courses at the same time should be aware that research papers, projects, tests, etc. for these
classes may overlap during the school year.
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- All students will register for and take the official College Board Advanced Placement Test specific
to each course according to the national mid-May testing calendar. This is the only AP test result
colleges and universities will use to determine if an entering freshman will receive credit for
college-level AP coursework completed during high school.

- The senior exam exemption does not apply. Seniors will not be exempt from taking the AP test,
regardless of attendance record. Taking the AP test is required for a student to meet all College
Board requirements for earning AP level credit on student transcripts.

- AP students need to be highly organized with their schoolwork, as well as in- and out-of school
activities, if they are to be successful. AP _course expectations will not be altered, lessened, or re-
scheduled to suit a student’s individual course/ work/activity load.

- If multiple AP courses are being considered for one school year, students and parents may
choose to discuss particular course requirements with the AP teachers before registering.

0643* Advanced Placement Studio Art V - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Art I, 11, Il Grade 12
Corequisite: Art IV
Application process required
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP portfolio slidesa  nd art materials

Art V is a course offered to those students who have developed considerable skill in art and
are building an extensive two-dimensional portfolio to further their art education and /or
submit for national rating toward possible college credit. This program is designed not only to
continue to promote the ability to create high quality art works, but also to encourage
students to creatively and systematically investigate formal and conceptual issues. Due to
the amount of time required to complete the portfolio, many students find it necessary to
spend more than one period in the studio classroom.

0125* Advanced Placement English Literature and Com  position - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English XI and teacher recommendation Grade 12
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course is designed to prepare students for taking the Advanced Placement Test in
English Literature and/or to challenge students in the study of literature. In addition to the
required summer reading of two novels, each student will study the following genres: poetry,
drama, novel, and short story. Most writing is geared to literary analysis and will include
frequent timed writings that simulate A.P.E. test-taking conditions, as well as out-of-class
literary critiques, essays, and a literary research paper. Assigned novels include The Scarlet
Letter, Billy Bud, Price & Prejudice, The Metamorphosis, and Song of Solomon. Emphasis is
on independent study.

0120* Advanced Placement English Language and Compo  sition — Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English X and teacher recommendati  on Grade 11
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam and teacher ~ recommendation

This course is designed to prepare students to take the Advanced Placement Test in English
Language and Composition and/or to challenge students in the study of writing and literature.
In addition to requiring summer reading, this course engages students in the analysis of
works from a variety of periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts, including the study of
various genres: essay, short story, novel, speech, drama, and poetry. Students will also work
to become skilled writers, composing for a variety of purposes: narrative, argumentative,
expository, and persuasive. Further, students will pay special attention to the rhetorical
strategies used by the writer and will engage in recognizing as well as synthesizing their use.
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0246* Advanced Placement Calculus - Elective lcre dit
Prerequisite: Precalculus 0235* and teacher Grad e12
recommendation
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course is designed for those students who had Algebra | in grade eight and have
completed the high school honors mathematics program in geometry, Algebra Il, and
precalculus. Students should have had an average of 90% or higher in Precalculus Honors
to enroll in this course. The course is very demanding and is equivalent to college-level
engineering Calculus | and part of Calculus Il. It includes all of the topics listed in the AP
Calculus course description book as well as additional topics which students may need for
successive college calculus courses. Students who do well in the course and on the
Advanced Placement Examination given by the College Board in May could receive college
credit for calculus. Graphing Calculators are required . The computer, calculator, and
graphing calculator will be used when appropriate in this class. The Hoover High School
Math Department requires each student in this course to have a TI-83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus
Graphing Calculator. The TI-83 Plus and TI84 Plus calculators are beneficial for course
material but also standardized testing and college preparation.

0253* Advanced Placement Statistics - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra Il Honors (0225) or Grades 11,12
94% average or above in Precalculus (0234)
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course utilizes a college-level text and is equivalent to a first-year college course in
statistics. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement Statistics Test. The text uses exploratory analysis of data making use of graphical
and numerical techniques to study patterns and departures from patterns. Emphasis will be
placed on interpreting information from graphical and numerical displays and summaries.
The class will emphasize statistical thinking and foster active learning through activities and
simulations. The graphing calculator TI-83+ or TI-84 is required as the technological tool for
the course. Students are required to complete a variety of projects and numerous
assignments outside of class. Topics covered include the exploration of data, sampling and
experimentation, exploring random phenomena using probability and simulations and
estimating population parameters and testing hypotheses. Students who do well in the
course and on the Advanced Placement Examination given by the College Board in May
could receive college credit for Statistics.

0256* Advanced Placement Computer Science Al - Ele ctive 1 credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Geometry G rades 11, 12
and 3256 Programming Il and teacher
recommendation
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This yearlong honors course involves an introduction and in-depth study into the Java
programming language. Course content will include a heavy emphasis on programming
style, structure, documentation, and efficiency in choosing algorithms. The course is
designed for students who plan to enter an engineering or computer-oriented program in
college and can prepare juniors and seniors for the AP Computer Science A exam.
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0316* Advanced Placement Biology - Required 1 Y2 credits
Prerequisite: Honors Freshman Science and Grade 10
teacher recommendation
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam, lab fee requ ired

AP Biology is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college introductory biology
course. A college-level textbook is used. It is designed for students who are interested in
preparing for the Advanced Placement Biology test and provides the necessary background
for students interested in careers in medicine and science. The range and depth of topics
covered, the type of laboratory work done by students, and the time and effort required of
students distinguish this course from other Biology offerings. Topics covered include the
chemistry of life, cells, cellular energetics, heredity, molecular genetics, natural selection,
biodiversity, structure and function of plants and animals, and ecology. Students are required
to complete a variety of projects and numerous assignments outside of class. A laboratory
period is required and meets every other day. Requires two periods in schedule.

0326* Advanced Placement Chemistry — Elective 1 Y2 credits
Pre- or co-requisite: Algebra Il Honors or Preca  Iculus Grades 11, 12
Honors and AP Biology or Honors Biology with
Teacher recommendation

AP Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college introductory
chemistry course. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the
Advanced Placement Chemistry exam. It is intended for the serious student who wishes to
obtain a strong background in chemistry. A college-level textbook and laboratory book are
used. Laboratory work is used extensively in the course and is often a cooperative venture.
Topics of study include the following: chemical nomenclature, quantum mechanics, atomic
structure, periodicity, states of matter, thermodynamics, equilibrium, acids-bases, salts,
electrochemistry, kinetics, solution chemistry, nuclear chemistry, organic chemistry, and
biochemistry. The use of mathematics is extensive. Evaluation is based upon homework,
laboratory results and reports, quizzes and tests. A laboratory period is required and meets
every other day. Requires two periods in schedule.

0335* Advanced Placement Physics - Elective 1 Y credits
Pre- or Co-requisite: Precalculus 0235* Grades 11 , 12
or Calculus 0245* or Advanced Placement
Calculus 0246* and teacher recommendation
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam, lab fee requ ired

This course utilizes a college-level text and is equivalent to a first-year college course in
physics. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement Physics “B” Test. The course emphasizes concept development, high level of
mathematical problem-solving skills, and scientific inquiry designed to apply physics concepts
to problem-based learning situations. This course provides the necessary background in
physics for students interested in careers in medicine or engineering or a science major.
Students are required to complete a variety of projects and numerous assignments outside of
class. Students will have the chance to do additional work on topics outside of class in order
to take the AP Physics “C-E & M.” A laboratory period is required and meets every other day.
Requires two periods in schedule.
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0427* Advanced Placement United States History - Re  quired 1 credit
Prerequisite: Recommendations from World Studies Grade 10
and English teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam

This is a challenging course similar to a college survey course. It is designed to prepare
students for the Advanced Placement exam in United States History. Tracing America’s past
from New World beginnings to the present, emphasis is placed on critical thinking skills,
essay writing, and interpretation. Solid reading and writing skills, along with a willingness to
devote considerable time to homework and preparation are necessary to succeed.
Numerous unit projects will be required throughout the year. The course is also designed to
give students background in the content areas and the skills and methods necessary in
preparing for the Ohio Graduation Test in Social Studies.

0437* Advanced Placement Government/ Honors Economi  c¢s - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: United States History and recommenda  tion Grade 11
from United States History teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This is a course for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced Placement
exam in United States Government. The emphasis will be on structure, political thought, and
theoretical interpretation as each relates to the American federal system. The AP course will
encompass the first three nine-week periods. The remaining nine-week period will be
devoted to the study of economics. Students will explore major economic concepts, have the
opportunity to interact with a business consultant on a weekly basis, and participate in a
computer-simulated market economy as part of a corporation.

0439* Advanced Placement Economics - Elective lcr edit
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation Grades 11,1 2
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam
AP Macroeconomics-

This course is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement exam in Macroeconomics. The purpose of an AP course in Macroeconomics is to
give students a through understanding of the principles of economics that apply to an
economic system as a whole. Such a course places particular emphasis on the study of
national income and price-level determination, and also develops students’ familiarity with
economic performance measures, the financial sector, stabilization policies, economic growth
and international economics.

AP Microeconomics-

This course is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement exam in Microeconomics. The purpose of an AP course in Microeconomics is to
give students a through understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the
functions of individual decision makers, both consumers and producers, within the economic
system. li places primary emphasis on nature and functions of product markets, and includes
the study of factor markets and the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and
equity in the economy.
Sufficient enrollment required for this course to b e offered.

0445* Advanced Placement Psychology-Elective lcre dit
Prerequisite: Recommendation from United States G rade11, 12
History, Government, or Economics Teacher and
English teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam

This course will cover an extensive introduction to the field of psychology to prepare for the
College Board AP Psychology examination. Topics for the course include social psychology,
the history and approaches of psychology, research methods and statistics, biological
considerations, perception and sensation, states of consciousness, cognition, testing,
motivation, developmental psychology, mental disorders, and their treatments.
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0525* Advanced Placement German Language - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: An 80% average or above Grade 12
in German IV is strongly recommended
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment

The overall goal of the course is to prepare students to perform at a high level of proficiency
in the 6 basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, grammar, and vocabulary.
Advance literature and grammar books, plus AP materials supplement classroom instruction.

0535* Advanced Placement Spanish Language - Electi ve 1 credit
Prerequisite: An 80% average or above Grade 12
in Spanish IV is strongly recommended
Course offering is dependent upon sufficient enroll ment

Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

The overall goal of the course is to prepare students to perform at a high level of proficiency
in the six basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, grammar and
vocabulary. Advanced literature and grammar books, audio tapes, and AP materials
supplement classroom instruction. Upon completion of this course, students are expected to
be successful in the university placement tests.

0545* Advanced Placement French Language - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: An 80% average or above Grade 12
in French 1V is strongly recommended
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam
This course prepares students for the French language AP Test. Using tapes, AP materials,

and literary selections, students further develop speaking skills, listening comprehension,
reading ability, and grammar proficiency.

ART

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: One credit or two half cre dits in business/technology, fine arts or
world language.

COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: One credit of a fin e or performing art.

Students who enroll in advanced art courses (Art Il , I, 1V, and Advanced Placement) are
recommended to have carried at least a “C+” average the previous year to successfully complete
the work expected of them. The art department make s every effort to expose students to a broad
range of media/curricula at each level and courses should be taken sequentially so that students
receive a well-rounded art experience as well as de velop a maturity/sophistication to their art
work. A fee is required for Art courses.

0603 Art | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11,12

Art | is designed to introduce students to a broad range of art experiences in this yearlong
course. Assignments may explore art history and problem solving skills in both 2-D and 3-D
pieces. Students will be expected to develop a vocabulary to analyze and communicate their
thoughts about their work as well as work done by others. Students will experience drawing,
painting, mixed media, and three-dimensional as part of the course. Students will be
expected to maintain a sketchbook of ideas and use them to further their in-class
assignments.
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0613 Art Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Art | Grades 10, 11, 12

This course offers students with a strong interest in the visual arts the opportunity to further
their experience in creating, observing, and improving their problem solving skills. The areas
of painting, design, three-dimensional construction, printing, mixed media work, and art
history/criticism will be stressed. Students will be expected to keep a sketch journal that has
visual and written ideas. All work can be completed within the class period, although many
students, because of their interest, use the studio classroom beyond one period a day.

0623* Honors Art Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Art Il Grades 11, 12

Art lll is designed to develop independent learners in the various medias of art. The course
will provide greater in-depth study in composition, design elements, self-expression, mixed
media, and critiquing skills. New areas include written feedback regarding art history, art as a
career, and portfolio preparation. New media introduced will include more in-depth three-
dimensional construction, printmaking and large-scale painting. At this level students should
display a strong interest in the arts and be willing to pursue their work outside of class time.
All work can be completed within the class period, although many students, because of their
interest, use the studio classroom beyond one period a day.

0633* Honors Art IV - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Art 11l Grade 12
Art IV is designed to integrate the skills and individual development acquired in Art I, Il, and

lll. Projects in the areas of drawing, printmaking, mixed media, painting, sculpture, clay
construction, computer art, and photography will allow students to communicate, interpret,
and critique with more sophisticated depth. Written work and outside sketch assignments will
continue as well as the study of art history. Because of their interest, many students use the
studio classroom beyond one period a day. Students planning on taking the Advanced
Placement Studio Art V class need to take Art IV due to the amount of work required for the

portfolio.
0643* Advanced Placement Studio Art V - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Art I, 11, Il Grade 12

Corequisite: Art IV

Application process required

Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP portfolio slides and art materials

Art V is a course offered to those students who have developed considerable skill in art and
are building an extensive two-dimensional portfolio to further their art education and /or
submit for national rating toward possible college credit. This program is designed not only to
continue to promote the ability to create high quality art works, but also to encourage
students to creatively and systematically investigate formal and conceptual issues. Due to
the amount of time required to complete the portfolio, many students find it necessary to
spend more than one period in the studio classroom.

0139 Yearbook - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Journalism | preferred but not requir ed Grades 10, 11, 12

Yearbook journalism involves production of the Viking. Students will learn techniques of
advertising, sales and advertising display, how to write and structure feature stories,
contemporary magazine layout and design, photo essay preparation, principles and
techniques of photography, and desktop publishing as applicable to yearbook production.
Students are graded on the quality of the work they produce, their ability to complete work by
a specific time, and their willingness to cooperate in the entire yearbook production, including
working evenings and selling ads. The class begins in late May. In the summer, selected
students attend a workshop, which may require additional fees. Several other days during the
summer must be devoted to yearbook work for advertising sales and staff meetings.
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CAREER PROGRAMS

Take note that the number of credits indicated for each course in this section is also an indication
of the number of periods this class meets each day.

0274 Interactive Media | - Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11
Experience visual literacy through Interactive Media. Visual literacy is the ability to
appreciate, interpret, create, and use images. The Interactive Media class is available to give
all students an opportunity to explore and become knowledgeable designers and producers
of visual information. Create captivating graphics using the powerful Adobe Create Suite
software collection used by professional designers. The course is designed to give students
experience using state of the art design applications while learning elements and principles of
design. Students will experience the creation of a wide variety of images - from eye catching
logos, to the riveting images in magazines, to the enlightening info graphics found in
newspapers, to Web page designs. After completing the Interactive Media course, students
are encouraged to apply their skills in other classes like journalism, yearbook, and
broadcasting.

0275 Interactive Media Il - Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: Interactive Media | Grades 10,1 1

The second Interactive Media class will continue providing students with necessary skills for
pursuing a career in visual communications. The class advances further into the digital
communications realm by exploring HTML, Adobe Dreamweaver, and Flash to create Web
pages, animations and other interactive designs. Students will continue developing a mastery
of Adobe PhotoShop, lllustrator and InDesign while designing the graphics that will go into
their interactive projects. Juniors may take Interactive Media | and Il concurrently.

0276 Interactive Media lll - Elective 2 credit s
Prerequisite: Interactive Media | & Interactive Med  ia ll Grades 11, 12

The third Interactive Media class is designed to allow students to advance their study of
visual communication in the application of interactive media with an emphasis on Web page
design and portfolio development. This class investigates the discipline of Web design, how
to approach design as a job, and introduces some techniques for increasing successful
execution & implementation of student designs. Students are required to develop a digital
portfolio that will represent their knowledge of the Adobe Creative Suite software applications
and their understanding of the digital design process.

0352 Principles of Biomedical Sciences - Elective 1 credit
+Pre/Co-requisite: Biology (regular level) Grade s10,11
Fee: Lab fee required.

0353* Principles of Biomedical Sciences Honors - EI  ective 1 credit
+Pre/Co-requisite: Honors Biology, or AP Biology Grade 10

Fee: Lab fee required.

This course provides an introduction to biomedical sciences through exciting “hands-on”
projects and problems. Student work involves the study of human medicine, research
processes and an introduction to bio-informatics. Students investigate the human body
systems and various health conditions including heart disease, diabetes, sickle-cell disease,
hypercholesterolemia, and infectious diseases. A theme through the course is to determine
the factors that led to the death of a fictional person. After determining the factors
responsible for the death, the students investigate lifestyle choices and medical treatments
that might have prolonged the person’s life. Key biological concepts including homeostasis,
metabolism, inheritance of traits, feedback systems, and defense against disease are
embedded in the curriculum. Engineering principles including the design process, feedback
oops, fluid dynamics, and the relationship of structure to function are incorporated in the
curriculum where appropriate. The course is designed to provide an overview of all the
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courses in the Biomedical Sciences program and to lay the scientific foundation necessary for
student success in the subsequent course.

+ Sophomores who sign up for Regular level Biology 0314 and all juniors must sign up for
course number 0352. Sophomores who take Honors Biology or AP Biology will take their
Biology class and Principles of Biomedical Sciences together, using 2 of their 8 scheduling
periods. These students must sign up for course number 0353.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.

0356 Human Body Systems — Elective 1 credit
0357* Human Body Systems Honors 1 credit
Course begins 2009-2010 and will replace Anatomy Grades 11, 12

and Physiology
Fee: Lab fee required.
Prerequisite or Co requisite: Principles of Biomedi cal Science

The human body is a complex system requiring care and maintenance. This course will
engage students in the study of basic human physiology, especially in relationship to human
health. Students will use a variety of monitors to examine body systems (respiratory,
circulatory, and nervous) at rest and under stress, and observe the interactions between the
various body systems. Students will use LabView® software to design and build systems to
monitor body functions. Cat dissection is required and will be done by teams.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.

Medical Intervention and Forensic Science - Electiv. e 1 credit
Course begins 2010 Grade 12
Prerequisite: Human Body Systems and Principles o f Biomedical Science

Medical practice includes interventions to support humans in treating disease and
maintaining health. Student projects will investigate various medical interventions that extend
and improve quality of life, including gene therapy, pharmacology, surgery, prosthetics,
rehabilitation, and supportive care. Students will study the design and development of
various medical interventions including vascular stents, Cochlear implants, and prosthetic
limbs. They will review the history of organ transplants and gene therapy, and read current
scientific literature to be aware of cutting edge developments. Using 3-d imaging software
and current scientific research students will design and build a model of a therapeutic protein.
Students will be encourage to take both Medical Intervention and Science Research during
their senior year.

Science Research - Elective 1 credit

Course begins 2010 Grade 12
Prerequisite: Human Body Systems and Principles 0 f Biomedical Science
Co-requisite: Medical Intervention and Forensic Sc  ience

This capstone course gives student teams the opportunity to work with a mentor, identify a
science research topic, conduct research, write a scientific paper, and defend team
conclusions and recommendations to a panel of outside reviewers. Each team will have one
or more mentors from the scientific and/or medical community guiding their scientific
research. This course may be combined with the capstone course from the pre-engineering
pathway, allowing students from both pathways to work together to engineer a product that
could impact healthcare.
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0550 Accounting | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 11, 12
Fee: $50.00

Accounting is a one-year course highly recommended for any student planning to study
business, accounting, or law in college. It is also recommended for those planning to own
their own business or professional practice. Students will learn how to analyze and record
transactions, post to ledger accounts, prepare financial reports, complete payroll records,
calculate taxes, maintain accounts receivable and payable records, and follow common
accounting procedures. Computerized accounting and different types of businesses - sole
proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations - will be studied. All universities and colleges
require accounting for every type of business major.

0553 Accounting Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Accounting | or Instructor Approval Grade 12

This course is a continuation of the first-year course and covers such topics as
departmentalized accounting, inventory valuation, uncollectible accounts, plant assets, and
notes payable/receivable. It also deals with corporate accounting, financial analysis,
budgetary planning, and cost accounting. Students planning to study accounting or business
administration in college will find this course particularly beneficial.

0551 Computer Applications - Elective 1% credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Semester Course

This semester course is designed for students who are interested in taking what they already
know about the Office Suite and learning how to go beyond pages from a book into real life
applications of the programs. Students will learn word processing functions from Word 2007
and apply them to a variety of applications, which include business/personal letters, reports,
tables, charts, flyers, newsletters, and other business applications. Students will learn to
create spreadsheets, formulas, graphs, and other business forms such as payroll, budgets,
and sales reports using Excel 2007. Students will use presentation software, PowerPoint
2007, to create slide presentations about career opportunities, colleges, and business trends.
Access 2007 will be used to create an iPod song list database to show how powerful and
useful this program can be from your office at home to your office at work. Emphasis will be
placed on design and graphic design concepts while learning desktop publishing using
Publisher 2007 to create advertising and marketing media. After completing this course,
students will be able to integrate the Microsoft Office 2007 programs and use them with
confidence to function independently in a classroom or work environment.

0751 Construction and Woodworking | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, and 11

Construction and Woodworking | is a class that focuses on exciting hands-on learning that
will be useful throughout students’ lives. Emphasis in this course is placed on operating and
maintaining power equipment in a safe fashion. Much of the experience is gained through lab
experience and project completions. Major projects to be completed are the grandfather
clock, cottage activity, and construction modules. This course is not open to seniors.

The curriculum of this course includes:

1. Woodworking/ Cabinetry - Students will learn the many aspects of woodworking. Student
will be able to use machinery and other power equipment tools with an emphasis on
safety. Students will gain proficiency in equipment usage through an exciting in-class
project.

2. Construction Technology - Students will learn every aspect of home building from
designing a home, reading blue prints, purchasing/ estimating lumber, and the internal
and external construction of a home.
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0752 Construction and Woodworking Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Construction/Woodworking | Grades 1 0,11
(Juniors may take level | and Il at the same time.)

Construction and Woodworking Il is a class that focuses on exciting hands-on learning that
will be useful throughout students’ lives. Greater emphasis in this course is placed upon
designing projects and coming up with solutions of how to build things. Shop safety and shop
tools are reviewed at the beginning of this course. This is a more open-shop atmosphere
where students are given opportunities to display their abilities through the work that they
complete. Major projects to be completed are the Shaker Style Table, and full size home
construction. This course is not open to seniors.

1. Woodworking/ Cabinetry- Students will learn the many aspects of woodworking. Student
will be able to use machinery and other power equipment tools with an emphasis on
safety. Students will gain proficiency in equipment usage through an exiting in class
project.

2. Construction Technology- Students will learn every aspect of home building from
designing a home, reading blue prints, purchasing/ estimating lumber, and the internal
and external construction of a home.

0754 Construction Trades - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Construction and Woodworking | and | I Grade 12

This class is a culmination of what the students have learned in the previous construction
classes. This will consist of 3 periods of construction trades. The students will be on the job-
site getting real world experience. Students will be constructing a home from the ground up
for Habitat for Humanity.

0781 Teaching Professions | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 11

Designed for the juniors interested in pursuing a career in education, this program will assist
the students in learning about the foundations of teaching and learning. Students will study
topics such as the history of education, the philosophy and ethics of educators, child
development, and the domains of excellent practice. Additionally, students will also have the
opportunity to volunteer in different district classrooms, assisting the teachers with their
duties. After learning the basics of teaching, the students will begin to prepare a portfolio of
their learning and experiences in the classroom. The portfolio will be a continuing project if
the student is admitted into the senior level class. This course is not open to seniors.

0782 Teaching Professions Il - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Teaching Pathways |, and acceptance  into Grade 12
the program after successful completion of an appl ication
process

This continuation of the Teaching Pathways | program will provide the students with in-depth
classroom field experiences and further refinement of the skills examined in the junior level.
Students will study lesson planning and prepare and execute those lessons. In the field,
students will complete a variety of four-five week observations/mentoring experiences in a
pre-K-3rd grade, 4"-g" grade, o102 grade, special education, and elective classrooms.
Students must provide their own transportation for each site observation. From the in-class
work and field work, students will finish the portfolio they began in Teaching Pathways I, and
successful passage of the portfolio will guarantee undergraduate credit for students who
attend colleges with whom Hoover Teaching Pathways has established articulation
agreements. Students should schedule Early Dismissal with this course.
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0801 Medical Technology | - Elective 2 credits
Prerequisite: None
Co-requisite: Human Body Systems Grade 11
Fee: Approximately $50.00
This course is designed for the student considering a career in the health field. Medical
Technology will provide a variety of learning experiences designed to assist the students in
making an informed career choice. Career research, medical terminology, first aid, CPR,
basic anatomy and physiology, nutrition and infection control are just some of the topics
included in this course. Resource materials, hands-on experiences, and community
speakers from different health professions will provide the students with information to help
them develop their career goals. Students must also sign-up for Human Body Systems
(formerly Anatomy and Physiology). This course is not open to seniors.

0803 Medical Technology Il - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Medical Technology | Grade 12
Fee: Approximately $100.00
This program is designed for students pursuing careers in a health-related field. During the
first semester, the students will spend three periods daily in the simulated clinical setting for
related instruction and laboratory experiences. Emphasis is on basic health-care skills and
knowledge important for success in any health career. Successful completion of an optional
clinical experience in an extended care facility qualifies the student to sit for the state nursing
assistant test. During the second semester, the students will be required to work a minimum
of fifteen hours per week in a health facility under the supervision of skilled personnel.
Transportation is necessary during the spring semester. Students should schedule Early
Dismissal with this course.

0811 Introduction to Engineering Design (IED) - Ele  ctive 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11
Fee: $20.00

IED is a hands-on, project-based course. It is the introductory course in the Project Lead the
Way (PLTW) pre-engineering curriculum. IED encourages students to be creative and apply
decision-making and problem solving skills to specific design problems, using powerful
computer software (Autodesk Inventor). This course is not open to seniors.

College credit will be available to students who receive a grade of 87% in the course and
pass an assessment administered by the national affiliate for PLTW. Amount and type of
credit depends on articulation agreement with particular institution.

Students may take IED and POE at the same time.

0812 Principles of Engineering - Elective 1 credit

0815* Principles of Engineering Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Intro to Engineering Design - Elect  ive Grades 10, 11
Fee: $20.00

POE is the second in series of Project Lead the Way courses. Designed around a series of
hands-on projects that explore various engineering systems. POE helps students understand
the field of engineering/engineering technology. Building on skills learned in the IED course,
students will use their knowledge of the design process and to create CAD drawings to
complete several design and engineering projects. The course also addresses concerns
about social and political consequences of technological change.

College credit will be available to students who receive a grade of 87% in the course and
pass an assessment administered by the national affiliate for PLTW. Amount and type of
credit depends on articulation agreement with particular institution. This course is not open to
seniors.

Students may take IED and POE at the same time.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.
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0813 Fuel Cell Technology - Elective 1 credit

0816* Fuel Cell Technology Honors - Elective lcre dit
Prerequisite: Intro to Engineering Design — Elect  ive Grades 11, 12
Fee: $30.00

In this inquiry based course students learn about the emerging field of fuel cell technology.
Exploring various fuel cell technologies systems and processes helps students learn fuel cell
operation and applied applications in today’s and in future transportation and energy
systems. Students will apply previous knowledge of math, science, technology and
engineering in problem solving process for application of fuel cells. The course also
addresses concerns about social and political consequences of this technology and the
infrastructure of manufacturing and delivery of fuel cells and hydrogen supplies. Building on
skills learned in the IED and POE courses, students will use their knowledge of the design
process and ability to create CAD drawings and complete numerous laboratory and
engineering design projects.

Seniors may take Fuel Cell Technology and EDD at the same time.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.

0814 Engineering Design and Development - Elective 1 credit

0817* Engineering Design and Development Honors - E  lective 1 credit
Pre/Co-requisite: Fuel Cell Technology - Elective Grades 12
Fee: $20.00

This course lets students apply what they have learned in the three preceding courses as
they complete challenging, self-directed projects. Students work in teams to research, design
and build solutions to authentic open-ended engineering problems. An engineer from the
community mentors each student team. The teams must present progress reports, submit a
final written report and defend their solutions to a panel of outside reviewers at the end of the
school year. This course equips students with the independent study skills that they will need
in post secondary education and careers in engineering and engineering technology.

College credit will be available to students who receive a grade of 87% in the course and
pass an assessment administered by the national affiliate for PLTW. Amount and type of
credit depends on articulation agreement with particular institution.

Seniors may take Fuel Cell Technology & EDD at the same time.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.

0835 Architecture and Design | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 9, 10, 11
Fee: Supplies $130.00

This Architecture and Design program concentrates on developing specific skills needed to
prepare students for future education in the fields of Architecture and Designs (residential
and commercial structures), Interior Design (redesign), or Industrial Design (designing
various consumer products and furniture.) No previous art, mechanical drawing, or shop
experience is necessary to enroll. All these skills will be taught, demonstrated, practiced, and
mastered in the classroom setting. Skills taught include basic drafting knowledge and tool
use, blueprint reading, sketching, techniques, building materials and construction method,
architectural working drawing creation and model building. Computer-Aided Drafting (CAD)
is a major part of the curriculum. This course is designed for students to be successful in
either Architecture and Design or the Construction Trades program. Course requires one
period per day in schedule. This course is not open to seniors.
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0837 Architecture and Design Il - Elective 3credi ts

Prerequisite: Architecture and Design | Grade 12
Fee: Approximately $80.00

This senior program provides three periods daily of additional learning experiences in
architecture and design areas. Architecture skills are developed in preparing precision
drawings, models, utilizing modern construction techniques and materials used in the design
and manufacturing of products, and in the planning of residential and commercial structures.
Students who have demonstrated developed skills and have their instructor’'s approval may
be placed in an early placement workstation under the supervision of a highly trained
supervisor during the second semester if a position is available. Time is provided for
students to work on drawing projects they have chosen for themselves. CAD is on going to
prepare the student in adapting to other types of systems used in higher education and/or on
the job.

Second year students will also learn basic design techniques and concepts by completing
instructor assigned projects. They will then use these skills and choose many of their own
projects to complete throughout the rest of the year. Students will learn to research ideas,
sketch possible product designs, use Auto CAD and manual drawing tools and equipment to
create working drawings of their creations. They will also use the model room tools and
supplies in order to construct three-dimensional working models of different and unusual
objects of interest to them. By the time students complete the Architecture and Design
course, they will also have put together a portfolio of their work to aid in the college
application and scholarship process.

By taking Architecture and Design | and Il students will have a head start on college, and may
be able to earn credit for 3 college courses by completing the Architecture programs at
Hoover High.

3844 Introduction to Film/Television — Elective — S emester course 5 credit

0845 Video

Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10

Targeted toward students interested in Film/Television, this semester course will develop a
student’s basic understanding of media in a digital world. Students will learn context by
studying the history of television, film, the Internet and their influences on culture today.
Hands-on student learning will focus on storytelling using computers and media software to
create various digital media projects. Students will also gain knowledge about media law,
careers in media, and their impact on society. Upon completion of this course, students will
have a foundation of knowledge and context of media as a product, cultural influence, and as
a business. The Intro to Film/Television course is not a prerequisite for Video Productions;
however, preference will be given to successful completers when applying for the Video
Production program.

Production | - Elective 2 credits
Prerequisite: None Grade 11
Fee: $50.00

This course targets students interested in careers in film and television. Students learn all
aspects of production in Hoover's state-of-the-art studio facility; including video camera
operation, sound production, and lighting technique. VPI is a hands-on, project-based
learning environment where students work individually, and in groups, to create projects
including TV shows, short films, and commercials. The class also performs technical duties
on district entertainment and sports programs broadcast to the community via the educational
access cable channel. Students learn industry-standard software such as Avid XPress Pro
and Photoshop. This course requires student participation beyond the regular school day.
This course is not open to seniors. Note: The Intro to Film//Television course is not a pre-
requisite for Video Productions; however, preference will be given to successful completers
when applying for the Video Production | program.
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0847 Video Production Il - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Video Productions | Grade 12
Fee: $50.00

This award-winning program builds on the foundation of knowledge learned in VPI by
offering students the opportunity to specialize in more advanced industry standard production
techniques. Advanced production projects include a daily newscast, documentaries, short
films, music videos, and various projects for outside clients. Students apply advanced
techniques using Avid Media Composer, Photoshop, and other products in the Adobe Suite.
VPII students must demonstrate maturity and a strong desire to work independently from the
instructor on both class-related projects and on the district/community programs. This course
requires student participation beyond the regular school day.

0851 Culinary Arts I/Restaurant Management | - Elec  tive 3 credits
Prerequisite: None Grade 11
Fee: Approximately $30.00 (may vary with uniform p  urchased)

This program of instruction prepares students for the world of work in one of the fastest
growing and most visible industries in the world today. Students explore scratch and
prepared methods of food production as they acquire experience in all areas of the
restaurant. The Tri-Star Cafe, the student operated restaurant, serves as the in-house
laboratory. Students belong to a professional student organization that provides competitions
where scholarships to Culinary Schools may be won. While preparing for these competitions,
students learn “real” skills that will set them apart in the job market. This course is not open to

seniors.
0853 Culinary Arts/Restaurant Management Il - Elect  ive 3 credits
Prerequisite: Culinary Arts/Restaurant Management | Grade 12

Fee: Approximately $100.00

The second year of the sequence consists of supervised in-school laboratory experiences in
restaurant operation, management, and guidance in preparation for careers in the food
service industry. Students may qualify for early placement, second semester, for the purpose
of gaining experience on specialized equipment and skills not provided in the school

curriculum.
0861 Auto Body | - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: None Grade 11

Fee: Approximately $75.00 and student-purchasedt ools

Auto Body | is designed to provide students with the opportunity to develop skills in all phases
and types of auto body collision and repair. Students will receive instruction in welding, metal
forming, frame and body straightening, paint preparation, and painting. Students will receive
laboratory and classroom instruction. Hand tools and lockable boxes are required. This will
be an investment of approximately $200 if the student does not have the hand tools. These
tools will be used for Auto Body | and Il. This course is not open to seniors.

0863 Auto Body Il - Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Auto Body I Grade 12
Fee: Approximately $75.00

Auto Body II will include frame straightening, glass replacement, plastic, aluminum and
fiberglass panel repair, custom painting, and other aspects of advanced auto body repair.
Students will spend three hours in class every day receiving laboratory and related classroom
instruction. Students who have demonstrated developed skills and have their instructor's
approval may be placed in an early placement work station under the supervision of a highly-
trained supervisor during the second semester.
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0871 Intro to Business/Marketing - Elective lcredi t
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11

Students will learn basic business and marketing concepts, terminology, and applications.
Business topics covered will include financial management, consumer issues and purchasing
strategies, ethics, management skills, business structure, investment options, and current
events. The marketing portion of the course will cover the concepts of sales, promotion,
purchasing, pricing, and distribution. Students will work with a local business and create a
marketing plan to address that business’s current needs, perform market research, and
conduct a product analysis. This course is not open to seniors.

0872 Web Tools for Business Management - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11

This course will allow students to use cutting-edge, industry standard software to design and
develop Web pages. Concepts covered will include file managing, designing sites and
strategizing, creating and working with graphics, buttons, rollovers, animation, links, tables,
style sheets, objects and layers, and managing a Web server and files. Students will work
with and integrate Adobe CS3 Fireworks, Flash, and Dreamweaver software. This course is
not open to seniors.

0873 Business Management - Elective 2 credits
Prerequisite: Intro to Business and Web Tools Gr ade 12

This course will encourage students to participate in learning how businesses function in a
global environment and train students to meet the expectations of our fast-changing economy
by providing them an opportunity to operate their own Junior Achievement-sponsored
business. Through this hands-on experience, students will develop a business, elect officers,
and fill positions in Human Resources, Finance, Production, Marketing, and Sales
departments. Students will write a business plan, study consumer behavior, perform market
research, research and order products, create and maintain a Web Site, develop marketing
and sales strategies, and package and distribute products. Software used will include the
Adobe CS3 Suite and the Microsoft Office 2007 Suite.

0896 Information Technologies | - Elective 3credi ts
0897* Information Technologies | Honors- Elective 3 credits
Prerequisite: Algebra | Grade 11

Fee: Approximately $225.00

Students will be provided with training in the architecture, maintenance and repair, basic
networking architecture, and upgrade of personal computer systems. This training is
designed to prepare students for the COMP TIA A+ certification. The A+ certification is
recognized worldwide as a standard of competence in microcomputer support. This
certification indicates that the students have the level of understanding necessary to install,
service, and support microcomputers and peripheral devices. Many companies consider
certification of high value in evaluating potential employees. This hands-on course is
designed to provide the information and experience needed for students to service and
maintain personal computers. Course requires three periods per day in schedule. This

course is not open to seniors. Students who attain the A+ certification by passing the
CompTIA tests are awarded 3 credit hours at any sta  te-funded college or university in
Ohio.

Students taking the honors level will have additional expectations of a more in-depth nature
throughout the course.
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0898 Information Technologies Il - Elective 2cred its
0899* Information Technologies Il Honors - Elective 2 credits

Prerequisite: 85% in Information Technology | and  /or Grade 12
Instructor’s permission
Fee: Approximately $125.00

This is the logical stepping-stone to follow the A+ certification prep course. This course is
designed as a complete package to prepare students for the COMP TIA Network+ and the
National Association of Communications Systems Engineers (NACSE) NACSE Associate
Network Specialist certifications. This course will provide students with a strong foundation in
PC-based network software and hardware components. The course is set as a path for
students to enter a networking career or to continue their education in a computer or
telecommunications field. Course requires three periods per day in schedule. Students who
attain the Network+ certification by passing the Co mpTIA test are awarded 3 credit

hours at any state funded college or university in Ohio.
0931 D.C.T. Cooperative Program - Elective 3credi ts
Prerequisite: None Grade 12

Diversified Cooperative Training is a one-year educational program available to qualified
students in their senior year. The purpose of the preparatory work experience program is to
provide students with an opportunity to train for a career in a skilled or semiskilled area,
which is not currently offered within the school curriculum. D.C.T. students spend one period
each day in related classroom instruction in addition to their required academic courses.
Students will work a minimum of fifteen hours per week at an authorized workstation. It is
recommended that students have good attendance and a minimum C average. Students
must provide their own transportation to and from the workstation.

COMPUTER PROGRAMING COURSES ARE LISTED UNDER THE MATH DEPARTMENT.

ENGLISH

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: English 9, 10, 11, and 12
COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: Same

Yearlong courses 0103 and 0105* are for freshmen; 0112 and 0114* are for sophomores; 0123, 0122*

and 0120* are for juniors; and 0124, 0125*, and 0129* are for seniors.

Summer reading of fiction and/or non-fiction is req uired for all English classes grades 9-12. A list
of approved books will be distributed in May and wi Il be posted at local libraries and bookstores.

Students must have completed summer reading assignm ents by the first day of school.

0103 English IX - Required 1 credit

Prerequisite: None Grade 9

This course is designed to help students of average ability improve all types of verbal and
thinking skills through reading, writing, speaking, and listening activities. The study of
literature (short stories, novels, biographies, poetry, nonfiction essays, essays, plays, and
mythology) will emphasize advanced thinking and reading skills. Longer works include The
Tragedy of Romeo and Juliet and To Kill a Mockingbird. Additional out-of-class reading is
required each nine weeks. The composition program will be aimed at composing well-
structured and supported paragraphs and short essays in accordance with standard English
usage. Understanding the process of completing a documented reporting (research) paper
will be a goal of the course. Coordinated grammar and usage lessons will supplement the
composition activities. Speech activities will center on public speaking experiences, stressing
preparation, organization, and delivery of formal speeches as well as effective listening skills.
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0105* English IX Honors - Required lcred it
Prerequisite: None Grade 9

This advanced course is designed to help students strengthen their reading skills and to gain
an understanding of literary types including short stories, novels, poetry, nonfiction essays,
essays, plays, and mythology. Longer works include The Miracle Worker, The Odyssey, The
Tragedy of Romeo and Juliet, and To Kill a Mockingbird. Students will complete additional
out-of-class reading assignments. Written compoaosition is based on the process approach and
will deal with multi-paragraph development in description, exposition, analysis, and narration.
Students will work more independently to write longer papers, including a documented
research paper. Coordinated grammar and usage lessons will supplement the composition
activities. Speech activities will center on public speaking experiences. Testing may include
uneven match, fill-in, essay and the elimination of word banks as preparation for
standardized, OGT, and AP tests. Students should possess a fondness for reading and
writing, and they should have sophisticated English skills that can meet the challenge of an
upper level course.

0112 English X - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English IX Grade 10

This course is designed to develop the verbal and thinking skills of those students who have
average ability in English. Through a chronological study of American writers, students will
develop critical reading and thinking skills and vocabulary development. A study of the
drama A Raisin in the Sun and the in-class novel The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn or The
Great Gatsby, as well as book reviews and reports on outside reading assignments, will
complete literature requirements of the course. In composition, there will be a development
of a variety of paragraphs, including multi-paragraph essays. Research skills for written
composition will be continued at this level. Appropriate grammar, usage, and language
lessons will be taught to remedy grammatical and mechanical weaknesses in student writing.
Public speaking activities include a basic overview of speaking and communication skills
through various speaking experiences, which will be integrated into the literature and writing
studies. Students will be required to supplement in-class reading with at least three out-of-
class reading assignments and book projects.

0114* English X Honors - Required lcr edit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of English 1X Grade 10
and recommendation/approval by English Department

This course is designed to help students to know and to appreciate their American literary
heritage and to improve their ability in oral and written communication. The study of
American literature is a chronological approach from the earliest Native American writers to
the writers of the 80s with their varied ethnic backgrounds. Students will read A Raisin in the
Sun, The Crucible, and study the novel The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn and/or The
Great Gatsby. Students will also prepare additional out-of-class reading assignments every
nine weeks. Written composition in this college preparatory course is based on the process
approach and will deal with advanced paragraph development, exposition, the personal
essay, persuasion, and report writing. Major papers will be typed. Research skills will be
continued at this level. Public speaking activities are closely aligned to the written
composition lessons. Coordinated grammar and usage lessons will supplement the
composition lessons. Students should possess a fondness for reading and writing, and their
English skills should be strong enough to meet the challenge of this upper level course.

0123 English XI - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English X Grade 11

This course is designed for students of average ability in English. Reading skills, vocabulary
development, spelling, and oral and written composition skills will be stressed. Students will
study works of significant literature, including A Separate Peace, The Tragedy of Julius
Caesar, Catcher in the Rye, Fahrenheit 451 and/or Of Mice and Men. Students will write
letters and college admission essays, narrative, literary, technical, and practical problem-
solving papers and will receive instruction in the process approach in these areas.
Appropriate grammar, language, and usage lessons will supplement the composition
activities. Speech activities will be related to written composition lessons. The course is a
blend of literature and composition. All papers must be typed.
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0122* English XI Honors - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of English X G rade 11
and recommendation/approval by English Department

This course is designed to continue the students’ knowledge and understanding of American
Literature and to improve their ability to think, compose, and speak. The study of American
Literature in this course will be from a thematic approach, and they will study several major
works, including, but not limited to, Fahrenheit 451, Their Eyes Were Watching God, The
Grapes of Wrath, Streetcar Named Desire, and Death of a Salesman. The students will also
study poetry and several pieces of nonfiction. Written composition in this college preparatory
course will take several forms, integrated with the literature. The students will engage in a
college writing unit; they will work on persuasive writing, technical writing, narrative writing,
literary writing in both fiction and poetry, and the students will complete a practical problem-
solving project. All major papers will be typed. The students will also engage in several oral
presentations, both informative and persuasive.

0120* Advanced Placement English Language and Compo  sition — Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English X and teacher recommendati  on Grade 11
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course is designed to prepare students to take the Advanced Placement Test in English
Language and Composition and/or to challenge students in the study of writing and literature.
In addition to requiring summer reading, this course engages students in the analysis of
works from a variety of periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts, including the study of
various genres: essay, short story, novel, speech, drama, and poetry. Students will also work
to become skilled writers, composing for a variety of purposes: narrative, argumentative,
expository, and persuasive. Further, students will pay special attention to their rhetorical
strategies used by the writer and will engage in recognizing as well as synthesizing the use.

0124 English XII — Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English XI Grade 12

This course is designed for students of average ability in English. Although the course is
composition-based, students will study significant works from world writers including The Old
Man and the Sea, Macbeth, Ordinary People, Fallen Angels, Tuesdays with Morrie, and/or
Inherit the Wind. Students will complete several composition requirements, including the
research paper. MLA documentation will be used throughout the course. Appropriate
grammar, language, and usage lessons will supplement the writing activities. Speech
activities will be integrated in the literature and writing units.

0129* English XII Honors - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Grade 12
English XI and recommendation/approval by English D epartment

This course is designed to broaden the students’ knowledge and understanding of British and
World Literature and to challenge their ability to think, compose, and speak. The study of
literature in this course will be from a thematic approach, and the students will study several
major works, including, but not limited to, The Canterbury Tales, 1984, Macbeth, The Hobbit,
The Stranger, and British romantic poetry. The students will also study several pieces of
nonfiction.

This college preparatory course includes many forms of composition that will integrate with
the literature. The students will compose different types of literary analysis, including but not
limited to, a poetry explication, comparison/contrast essay, and a short story literary criticism.
Additionally, students will engage a major research project, composing a paper of significant
length. All major papers will be typed. The students will also engage in several forms of oral
discourse. Students taking this class are expected to have cogent comprehension of
advanced literary techniques and sound composition skills.
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0125* Advanced Placement English Literature and Com  position - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: English XI and teacher recommendation Grade 12
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course is designed to prepare students for taking the Advanced Placement Test in
English Literature and/or to challenge students in the study of literature. In addition to the
required summer reading of two novels, each student will study the following genres: poetry,
drama, novel, and short story. Most writing is geared to literary analysis and will include
frequent timed writings that simulate A.P.E. test-taking conditions, as well as out-of-class
literary critiques, essays, and a literary research paper. Assigned novels include The Scarlet
Letter, Billy Bud, Price & Prejudice, The Metamorphosis, and Song of Solomon. Emphasis is
on independent study.

3126 Fundamentals of Speech — Elective — Semester ¢ ourse 4 credit

Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The purpose of this course is to train students in the basic principles of public speaking. After
developing an understanding of the communication process, students will learn the six basic
steps in speech preparation. Specific emphasis is given to organizing a speech, writing
introductions and conclusions, and locating supporting material through research to develop
the speech. Additional emphasis is given to use of bodily action in speaking, including eye
contact, gestures, movement, and facial expressions. Proper use of voice in public speaking
is discussed in detail. Students have the opportunity to develop these areas of content and
delivery by presenting speeches to inform, persuade, and entertain. This is a performance
and academic course, and students are tested over all material presented.

3127 Advanced Speaking — Elective — Semester course 1% credit
Prerequisite: Fundamentals of Speech Grades 9, 10, 11,12
The purpose of this course is to apply the skills learned in Fundamentals of Speech, and to
further the students’ speaking abilities. Focus will be placed on incorporating individual
speaking styles into group speeches through different formats. Debate, panel discussions,
symposiums, and competitive speech formats will be discussed and used. This is a
performance and academic course, and students are tested over all material presented.

0135 Speech and Performance — Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The purpose of this course is to give students a broad experience in the area of oral
communication and performance. After a brief overview of the public speaking fundamentals,
students encounter new areas of communication such as oral interpretations, prose/poetry
presentations, monologues, duo interpretation, and storytelling. The course also involves
creating comedy routines, writing, acting and directing a play, music videos, and group
communication.  Although this course is primarily performance-oriented, students are
responsible for knowing theories and techniques in the areas of communication covered in
this course. This course qualifies as a Fine Arts credit.

0128 Journalism | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Typing ability Grades 9,10, 11, 12

All aspects of newspaper publication are examined, and students develop skills in gathering,
writing, editing, and displaying the news. Units in law and ethics, desktop publishing,
photography, yearbook production, and advertising are presented, and students are required
to make two ad sales calls. The course also briefly examines careers in journalism.
Journalism | students may help with publication of the school newspaper, The Viking Views,
and will be assigned various projects at the discretion of the instructor.
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0137 Broadcast Journalism - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Journalism | Grades 10, 11, 12
This course will be limited to one section, with pr eference given to juniors and seniors.

Students in this course will apply the skills learned in Journalism | to the practical aspects of
producing a morning news program. Students will learn to write for the eye and ear, to
develop successful techniques for conducting interviews on video, to produce complete video
segments, and to work as a team to produce the morning news show and other
programming. How to dress for and speak on camera, how to pair the written word with the
visual aspects of video, and broadcast ethics will also be covered. Students will be required
to participate in all aspects of production, both on-camera and as part of the reporting and
editing team. An application process may be required. Students may repeat this course with
instructor permission only.

0138 Newspaper Production - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Journalism | Grades 10, 11, 12

Experienced journalism students will apply skills learned in Journalism | to produce the high
school newspaper, The Viking Views. The class will organize and execute all tasks involved
in publishing the newspaper (assigning and writing stories, editing copy, selling and designing
ads, writing headlines, shooting photographs, and designing pages.) In addition, various
projects will be assigned at the discretion of the instructor, including outside journalistic
projects (i.e., writing for a local newspaper or newsletter).

3130 High School Reading — Elective — Semester cour  se 4 credit
Prerequisite: Approval by screening committee Gra des?9,10, 11,12

This course is an option for students who need or desire additional reading experiences for a
more successful high school career. Students who have not met the OGT requirements in
reading must enroll in this course. Students receive instruction adjusted to ability level.
Following diagnosis of reading ability, instruction is provided through large-group strategy
lessons and individualized or small-group application activities. Primary goals of the course
are to develop, reinforce, and extend reading and study skills applicable to printed materials
in all content areas and to develop a more positive attitude toward reading.

NOTE: Credit for this course will not count toward the four years of English required for

graduation.
FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES
3557 Career Preparation — Elective — Semester cours e ¥4 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

This semester course is designed to allow students to explore their aptitudes, interests, and
abilities as they relate to their career interests. Each student will create an in-depth study
about a specific career. In addition, students will study the procedures for locating a job,
preparing a resume, completing job applications, interview techniques and follow-up
correspondence. Students will discuss “job versus career” and use problem-solving skills
and case studies to learn positive ways to keep employment. Leadership development is
also included in this course.

0770 Life Skills (Comprehensive) - Elective lcred it
Fee: Approximately $20 Grades 9, 10
This course is a combination of two semester courses. Personal development focuses on
decision-making skills pertaining to self-esteem and relationships, family and child
development, stress management and careers. Resource management encompasses
nutrition and food preparation, clothing purchases and basic repair and construction
techniques, housing, and money management.
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3780 Child Development--Focus on Parenting — Electi  ve — Semester course Y2 credit
Fee: $5.00 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
This course is designed to give students the opportunity to study and work with children.

Students learn about child growth from conception through age five, ways of building a child's
self-image, and the impact that the parenting role has on the child and society.

3783 Foods — Elective — Semester course ¥ credit
Fee: $20.00 Grades 10, 11, 12
This course gives students the opportunity to see the relationship between nutrition, fitness

and health. Students study, plan, and prepare a variety of ethnic cuisines. Students learn to
determine amounts of food to be ordered and how to stay within the limits of a food budget.

3797 Independent Living — Elective — Semester cours e ¥4 credit
Fee: $15 Grade 12

Class includes basics in foods, nutrition, clothing, laundry, home furnishings, and household
finance. The course material is combined to provide competency in independent living.

3784 Decorating Sense (Exploring Interior Design) —  Semester course 1% credit
Fee: $5 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
Students will learn basics to improve their living spaces. Concepts explored will include
color, room arrangement, furniture styles, window treatments, and wall coverings. Students
will be exposed to all these concepts through field trips and hands-on experiences. Students
will create sample boards. Students will complete one accessory to be used in their bedroom
or dorm room.

3785 Fabrics and Techniques — Semester course Y5 credit
Fee: $20 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
Students will have the opportunity to work with a variety of fibers, fabrics and techniques.
Each student will create projects which may include knitting, weaving, quilting, counted cross

stitch, needle point, ribbonry, silk painting, and batik. Students will be given basic supplies to
learn techniques. Additional supplies may be used to complete major projects.
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MATHEMATICS

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: Three full-year math credi ts.

COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra Il. A fourth math credit
is strongly recommended by colleges/universities.

The mathematics department at Hoover High School believes students have much more to gain from
math courses than just mathematical skills. Students can also be taught to think and reason more
carefully, to analyze situations, and to become effective problem-solvers. Students will be expected to
communicate effectively regarding mathematical ideas and to express their thinking logically in both
written and verbal form. All freshman and sophomore levels will practice and review for the 10th grade
Ohio Graduation Test. The mathematics program will also provide opportunities for students to value
mathematics, to become more confident in their abilities, and to see mathematics as a tool for solving
problems involving real world applications. The mathematics department has designed courses suitable
for students of all levels of skill and background so that any student could complete four math courses.
See the sequence of courses listed below for more information. Students are encouraged to take as
many math classes as possible. Increasingly more college majors require math courses at the college
level, and increasingly more technical jobs require stronger mathematical and problem-solving skills.

The computer, calculator, and graphing calculator will be used when appropriate in various classes.
Graphing calculators are required for the following classes: Algebra Il (0224), Algebra Il Honors (0225),
Precalculus (0234), Precalculus Honors (0235), Calculus Honors (0245), Advanced Placement Calculus
(0246), and Elementary Statistics (0252) and AP Statistics (0253). All students signing up for one of
these courses are required to have a TI-83 Plus or TI-84 Plus graphing calculator.

Freshmen and sophomores are highly recommended to purchase an OGT calculator if they do not have
the calculator from the Middle School. It will be used to prepare for the OGT Graduation Tests.
Approximate cost is $11.25. Exact cost will be determined in the fall.

Students should receive at least a "C" average in a course before proceeding to the next course.
Students in honors courses should receive a "B" or higher before proceeding to the next honors course.
Math teachers will recommend the particular course best suited for the student’s ability based on the
present year's performance. A form will be given to each student, with the correct math course for the
following year having been selected by the current math teacher. If a student decides to take a course
different from the teachers’ recommendation, an additional form must be obtained from the teacher for a
parental signature.

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0202 Introduction to Algebra - Required lcred it
Prerequisite: None Grade 9

204. This course allows more time for students to master concepts and applications and
provides more review of computational skills than a typical Algebra | course. Additionally, it
will make connections between algebra skills and other subject areas and courses such as
Geometry. A calculator is mandatory for this course. The Hoover High School Math
Department highly recommends the OGT calculator, which can be purchased in the fall for
approximately $11.25. Homework will be a daily requirement in the class. This course is
designed for the student that struggles with math.

It covers the remaining Algebra |
topics while still allowing more time for review of some prealgebra topics and the algebra
topics learned in the first course. It includes applications and connections to other courses
and subject areas including Geometry and Probability. A calculator is mandatory for this
course. The Hoover High School Math Department highly recommends the OGT calculator,
which can be purchased in the fall for approximately $11.25. This course will concentrate on
the OGT benchmarks requiring review and practice on a daily basis.

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0204 Algebra | - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: 8th grade math with a “C” average o r better Grades 9, 10

This course includes the continued study of algebraic concepts from the grades K-8 curriculum and
extends the properties of the real-number system. It is the first course in the high school core curriculum
in mathematics for the college-intending honor student and is approximately 30 percent more
comprehensive and difficult than the regular Algebra | course. Since this is a high school enriched level
course, adequate, but not unlimited, time is given on tests. Time limits will be enforced. This is
especially noteworthy for freshmen since this may be a change in procedure from the eighth grade.
Extra credit is rarely given to influence actual grades. An average of 30 minutes of homework each
night can be expected. The TI-83 Plus or TI-84 Plus graphing calculator will be used in this course. Itis
suggested but not mandatory for the class. The OGT calculator is also required to prepare for the OGT.

Geometry 0213 is designed for the non-mathematics oriented student or for those who are
bound for vocations, which require moderate exposure to mathematics. Students are
exposed to logical reasoning with an emphasis on problem solving.

0214 Geometry - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra |1 0204 Grades 10, 11, 12

requirements in Algebra I. It is the second high school mathematics course in the core
curriculum and interrelates topics from other strands of the curriculum with emphasis on solid
and Euclidean plane geometry. Daily homework assignments are mandatory to achieve
success. A calculator is mandatory for this course. The Hoover High School Math
Department highly recommends the OGT calculator, which can be purchased in the fall for
approximately $11.25. OGT material will be reviewed and practiced. Algebra | topics are
revisited continually to review Algebra I skills.

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0215* Geometry Honors - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra | (Honors recommended) Grad es9 10

This course is designed for those students who have completed requirements of a course in
Algebra | Honors or its equivalent. It is the second mathematics course in the core
curriculum for honors college-intending students. It covers the same topics as Geometry
0214 but in much greater depth and at a faster rate. It is approximately 30 percent more
comprehensive and difficult than the regular geometry course and places more emphasis on
proof than the regular geometry course. Students who did not take Algebra | 205* at Hoover
High School should have had at least a 95 percent average in their Algebra | course in order
to take this course. It is recommended that students who take Algebra | 205* at Hoover
have at least a “B” average before taking this course. Since this is a high school honors level
course, adequate, but not unlimited, time is given on tests. Time limits will be enforced. This
is especially noteworthy for freshmen since this may be a change in procedure from the
eighth grade. Extra credit is rarely given to influence actual grades. An average of 30
minutes of homework each night can be expected. The TI-83 Plus or TI-84 Plus will be used
in this course. It is suggested but not mandatory for the class. The OGT calculator is also
required to prepare for the OGT. The course will include regular review and practice
worksheets to help students prepare for the OGT.

Course content includes all of the topics from Geometry 0214 and the use of transformations
and a further investigation of logic. Algebra | topics are revisited continually throughout the
year to review Algebra | skills.

Successive course: Algebra Il 0234 or Algebra Il Honors 0225*

0231 Intermediate Algebra - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra | and Geometry course and G rades 11, 12
teacher recommendation

This course is a review of Algebra | and geometry skills as well as an introduction to selected
Algebra Il topics. It is designed to improve the mathematics ability of high school students
who are not adequately prepared for Algebra Il or entry-level college mathematics courses. It
is recommended for juniors or seniors who have completed Geometry Survey 0213 or
Geometry 0214 and who have had difficulty in Algebra | and/or geometry and do not feel
prepared for Algebra Il. This course is strongly recommended for any senior planning to
attend college or technical school who has not taken Algebra Il and does not plan to take
Algebra Il. A student-owned calculator is required, preferably a scientific calculator (OGT
calculator).

It extends many of the
ideas of Algebra | and geometry and introduces many new topics that develop greater
mathematical maturity to provide the student with the "tools" needed in later mathematics.
Graphing Calculators are required . The computer, calculator, and graphing calculator will be
used when appropriate in this class. The Hoover High School Math Department requires each
student in this course to have a TI-83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator. The TI-83 Plus
and TI84 Plus calculators are beneficial for course material but also standardized testing and
college preparation. Daily homework assignments are mandatory to achieve success. OGT
and/or SAT/ACT material will be reviewed and practiced.

The purpose of this course is to enhance and extend the Algebra Il background of a student
before taking precalculus or college mathematics. It will strengthen working mathematical
knowledge of algebra skills and use of a graphing calculator necessary to be successful in
higher level math classes.

A student-owned
scientific calculator is required, preferably the TI-83 or TI-84 Plus graphing calculator.

0234 Precalculus - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra Il or Algebra Il Honors Gra des11,12

This is a regular fourth-year mathematics course with emphasis on the study of functions. It
is intended for those students following a college preparatory course who intend to take
college-level mathematics. Upon completion of this course, students will be prepared for
either a precalculus or calculus course in college. Graphing Calculators are required . The
computer, calculator, and graphing calculator will be used when appropriate in this class.
The Hoover High School Math Department requires each student in this course to have a TI-
83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator. The TI-83 Plus and T184 Plus calculators are
beneficial for course material but also standardized testing and college preparation. The
graphing calculator will be used as an aid and enhancement device in the study of the topics
listed below. The completion of homework assignments is mandatory to achieve success.

This course is intended for those students who have been successful in the honors
mathematics program through Algebra Il with at least a "B" average. The course is taken
during a student's junior or senior year and prepares the student for calculus in college or
either Calculus Honors or A.P. Calculus in high school. The course is more comprehensive
in scope and approximately 30 percent more difficult than the regular precalculus course.
Graphing Calculators are required . The computer, calculator, and graphing calculator will
be used when appropriate in this class. The Hoover High School Math Department requires
each student in this course to have a TI-83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator. The TI-
83 Plus and TI84 Plus calculators are beneficial for course material but also standardized
testing and college preparation.

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Successive course: Calculus Honors 0245*, A.P. Calculus 0246* or AP Statistics 0253*

0245* Calculus Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Precalculus or Precalculus honors G rade 12

This course is intended for students who have completed precalculus with at least a “B”
average and are intending to take college level mathematics. In addition to more work on
selected precalculus topics, the course covers one semester of college calculus, including
differential and integral calculus. The course is not intended for students interested in taking
the Advanced Placement Calculus test. Graphing Calculators are required . The
computer, calculator, and graphing calculator will be used when appropriate in this class.
The Hoover High School Math Department requires each student in this course to have a TI-
83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator. The TI-83 Plus and T184 Plus calculators are
beneficial for course material but also standardized testing and college preparation.

0246* Advanced Placement Calculus - Elective lcre dit
Prerequisite: Precalculus honors and Grade 12
instructor approval
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course is designed for those students who had Algebra | in grade eight and have
completed the high school honors mathematics program in geometry, Algebra Il, and
precalculus. Students should have had an average of 90% or higher in Precalculus Honors
to enroll in this course. The course is very demanding and is equivalent to college-level
engineering Calculus | and part of Calculus Il. It includes all of the topics listed in the AP
Calculus course description book as well as additional topics, which students may need for
successive college calculus courses. Students who do well in the course and on the
Advanced Placement Examination given by the College Board in May could receive college
credit for calculus. Graphing Calculators are required . The computer, calculator, and
graphing calculator will be used when appropriate in this class. The Hoover High School
Math Department requires each student in this course to have a TI-83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus
Graphing Calculator. The TI-83 Plus and TI84 Plus calculators are beneficial for course
material but also standardized testing and college preparation.

NOTE: All students are now required to take the AP exam in the spring as per district policy.

0252 Elementary Statistics — Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra Il or higher math course G rades 11, 12

This course is designed as an introduction to probability and statistics. It will allow students
to gain exposure to topics for which there is not time during any other courses in the
curriculum, but which many colleges desire students to understand. Use of a calculator with
statistical capabilities is required with the TI-83 or 84+ preferred. If a junior takes the course,
it would most likely be in addition to another math course, which would determine the
appropriate successive course. It is recommended that students have maintained at least a
“B” average in their previous math courses.

Basic concepts of probability

Normal probability distributions

10. Correlation and Regression Analysis
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0253 *Advanced Placement Statistics - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra Il Honors (0225) or Grades 11,12
949% average or above in Precalculus (0234)
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course utilizes a college-level text and is equivalent to a first-year college course in
statistics. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement Statistics Test. The text uses exploratory analysis of data making use of graphical
and numerical techniques to study patterns and departures from patterns. Emphasis will be
placed on interpreting information from graphical and numerical displays and summaries.
The class will emphasize statistical thinking and foster active learning through activities and
simulations. The graphing calculator TI-83+ or TI-84 is required as the technological tool for
the course. Students are required to complete a variety of projects and numerous
assignments outside of class. Topics covered include the exploration of data, sampling and
experimentation, exploring random phenomena using probability and simulations and
estimating population parameters and testing hypotheses. Students who do well in the
course and on the Advanced Placement Examination given by the College Board in May
could receive college credit for Statistics.

3255 Programming | — Elective — Semester course 4 credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra | G rades 9, 10, 11, 12

This semester course addresses programming from the beginner’'s point of view. Course
content will focus on problem analysis, developing algorithms, proper syntax, debugging,
branching, looping and basic data processing (input, storage, manipulation and output).
Abstract thinking skills as demonstrated by success in a 10" or 11" grade Math course, are
highly recommended.. No graphics topics are addressed in this course.

3257* Programming Il Honors — Elective — Semester ¢ ourse 1% credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Grades 9, 10, 11,12
Programming | (3255) and/or teacher
Recommendation
This continuation of Programming | is designed for students who are preparing to take
Advanced Placement Computer Science their Junior or Senior year or who are highly
interested in the field of programming. In applying the skills learned in Programming I, this
course goes on to cover structured program design, file operations, array processing,

searches, sorts, and runtime analysis. Time permitting, object-oriented programming and
GUI programming will be introduced.

0256 *Advanced Placement Computer Science | - Honor s - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Geometry G rades 11-12
and 3256 Programming Il and/or Teacher
recommendation

Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This year long honors course involves an introduction and in-depth study into the Java
programming language. Course content will include a heavy emphasis on programming
style, structure, documentation, and efficiency in choosing algorithms. The course is
designed for students who plan to enter AP Computer Science an engineering program or
computer-oriented program in college and can prepare seniors for the AP Computer Science
A exam.

ADDITIONAL COMPUTER COURSES ARE LISTED UNDER CAREER PROGRAMS.
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0200 ACT/SAT Math Prep Course — Elective — Non Acad emic Y4 credit — semester

Prerequisite: Seniors will take the course in the fall course(A/B schedule)
Prepare and review OR Compass remediation.

+Sophomores are recommended by the math and Gra des 10 (+with
guidance departments. permission), 11, 12

This course is designed to help students prepare and/or review for the Math sections of the
ACT and SAT standardized tests to be taken by students during the junior and/or senior year
of high school. Students take the ACT and/or SAT standardized tests as part of the college
admissions process. Students will have the opportunity to take a pass/fail course to help
prepare and/or review for these tests. Students will take six (6) practice Math tests
throughout the semester, plus have the ability to practice at home through the ACT Online
Prep program sponsored by the Hoover High School Guidance Department. A calculator is
mandatory for this course. The TI Graphing Calculator is recommended, even though a
scientific calculator will be sufficient. A fee will be required (unknown at this time) for this
course for the following items: ACT/SAT Workbook and ACT Online Prep program.

Highlights of the course include:

Semester only (Possible A/B day scheduling)
Students must complete six (6) practice Math tests in order to pass the course.
Students are required to complete 70% of all assignments in order to pass the course.

VOCAL MUSIC
0649 Freshman Choir - Elective - Non Academic lcr edit
Prerequisite: none Grade 9

The Freshman Choir is composed of ninth graders. The development of sound vocal
techniques is emphasized. The choir will participate in all vocal concerts during the school
year. Every member will be in choir five times a week. Attendance at rehearsals and
performances is mandatory. Every member is also eligible to audition for the musical. Fee

required.
0652 Chorale - Elective - Non Academic 1 credit
Prerequisite: audition by the director Grades 10, 11,12

Open to sophomore, junior, and senior ladies, this vocal organization is composed of
students whose talents and interests are equal to the musical diet of the best in women's
vocal literature. Various styles and periods of music will be covered during the year.
Attention to the details of choral singing will be stressed. Attendance at rehearsals and
performances is mandatory. The class meets five days each week. Chorale students are
also eligible to audition for the annual musical. Fee required.

0653 A Cappella Choir - Elective - Non Academic 1 credit
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Prerequisite: audition by the director Grades 10, 11,12

A select group of singers will perform an excellent variety of all styles and forms of
accompanied and a cappella choral music. Students are selected on an audition basis. This
group participates in concerts, festivals, musical shows, and competitive events both in
school and in the community. Emphasis is placed on studying, understanding, and
performing choral music. Attendance at rehearsals and performances is mandatory. The
class meets every day of the week. Members are also eligible to audition for the annual
musical. Fee required.

1661 Vocal Lab - Elective - Non Academic — Semester  course Y4 credit
Prerequisite: none Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

This class is available to serious students who are interested in receiving extra voice training.
Students will study the basics of good vocal technique and learn a wide range of solo
repertoire. Students will have the opportunity to work one-on-one with the teacher and
perform for their peers. Course offering is dependent on enroliment.

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC

0650 String Orchestra - Elective - Non Academic 1 credit
Prerequisite: Audition by director Grades 9, 10, 11,12

Orchestra is open to all high school string players. Emphasis is placed on developing the
students’ individual and ensemble skills through preparation and performances of a wide
variety of orchestral literature. Symphonic compositions through today’s popular music are
used. The orchestra participates in concerts and competitive events, and attendance at
rehearsals and performances is expected and required. Members of the Hoover String
Orchestra will also be enrolled in the Hoover Full Orchestra. Fee required.

0655 Marching Band/Symphonic Band/Concert Band - EI  ective 1 credit
- Non Academic Grades 10, 11, 12
Prerequisite: Audition by the director
Fee: Band Camp and Uniform Dry-Cleaning

The Marching Band begins during the summer with rehearsals. During the football season,
the marching band performs at all Hoover High School varsity football games. The marching
band also performs for various other events during the football season. Marching Band
students are required to attend the Hoover Marching Band Camp. All members of the
Marching Band are required to be proficient on an instrument in the Symphonic or Concert
Band. After marching season, students will audition for placement in the Symphonic or
Concert Band. The marching band is not a course in itself, but is the first 9 weeks of the
yearlong band program.

The Symphonic and Concert Bands participate in concerts, competitive events, and
commencement exercises. Attendance in rehearsals and performances is expected and
required.

Students participating in the Marching Band may participate in fall sports. Exemption from
the Marching Band may be granted due to extreme circumstances.
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0664 Marching Band/Freshman Band — Elective — Non A cademic 1 credit

2662 Piano

Prerequisite: Audition by the director Grade 9
Fee: Band Camp and Uniform Dry-Cleaning

The Marching Band begins during the summer with rehearsals. During the football season,
the marching band performs at all Hoover High School varsity football games. The marching
band also performs for various other events during the football season. Marching Band
students are required to attend the Hoover Marching Band Camp. All members of the
Marching Band are required to be proficient on an instrument in the Freshman Band. After
marching season, students will audition for placement into the Freshman Band. The
marching band is not a course in itself, but is the first 9 weeks of the yearlong band program.

The Freshman Band participates in concerts, competitive events, and commencement
exercises. Attendance in rehearsals and performances is expected and required.

Students participating in the Marching Band may participate in fall sports. Exemption from
the Marching Band may be granted due to extreme circumstances.

Lab - Elective - Non Academic — Semester course Y4 credit
Prerequisite: none Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Piano Lab is available to beginners as well as the advanced. This class will be geared to the
level of the student. Students will have an opportunity to work one-on-one with the teacher,
perform for each other, and work on a wide range of literature. Music reading and theory
skills will also be developed.

MUSIC THEORY/ARTS APPRECIATION

0656 Music Theory - Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: Ability to read music is required. G rades 10, 11, 12

Music theory provides a thorough foundation in music fundamentals which continue to be the
basis for musical understanding. This programmed instruction course uses the vocabulary
and basic grammar of music. Concepts of harmony, tonality, and basic four-part writing are
taught. The abilities to read music and use music fundamentals are essential. This course is
designed similar to the first level of college music theory.

0659 Theatre Arts - Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: none Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

This class meets every day and presents an overview of theatre arts. Topics to be covered
include, but are not limited to, employment opportunities in theatre arts and play production,
including company organization, production scheduling, the story of theatre origin, theatre
workshops (make-up, costume, acting, choreography, lights, sound, publicity, programs,
vocal production and projection, set design and construction, musical theatre, etc.)

0661 Theatre Technology - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: none Grades 9, 10, 11
Fee: $20.00

Students will be introduced to the hands-on technical aspects of theatre production, including
lighting design, sound production, set construction, and technical maintenance of equipment.
Students will be required to participate after school in the technical support of the fall theatre
production, spring musical, and/or other Hoover Hall productions by school groups. Students
may repeat this course with instructor permission only.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND HEALTH

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: One semester of health educ ation and two semesters of physical
education. For example: one semester of 3704 Heal th/Wellness, one semester of 3705 Integrated
PE/Wellness | and one semester of 3706 Integrated P E/Wellness II.

COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: None

3704 Health/Wellness — Required — Semester course 1% credit
Grade 9

Within the 3704 Health/Wellness rotation, students will see four different instructors on an
approximately 22-day rotation per instructor. There will be three instructors within the
classroom and one instructor within the gymnasium and weight room. Students will be given
the tools necessary to become competent in the areas of healthy living while periodically
participating in significant levels of physical activity and fitness.

Each of the three classroom-based instructors will give a cumulative exam at the end of
his/her (approximately) four-week rotation. At the end of the semester, the three classroom-
based instructors will post, on Pinnacle, the average of the combined exam grades as the
student’s semester exam grade. This average score of the combined exams will account for
1/7 of the student's semester grade. Each nine-week grade will account for 3/7 of the
student’s final semester grade.

3706 Integrated PE/Wellness —Required—Semester cour  se—Non Academic %4 credit
Grades 9, 10

Within the 3706 Integrated PE/Wellness rotation, students will see four different instructors on
an approximately 22-day rotation per instructor. There will be one instructor within the
classroom and three instructors within the gymnasium and weight room. Students will be
given the tools necessary to become competent in the areas of personal fithess and nutrition
education while maintaining significant levels of physical activity.

3707 Adapted Physical Education — Required — Non Ac  ademic

This course is taken in place of the traditional Physical Education class by those students
whose IEP requires a modification in physical activity.

0708 Varsity Fitness - Elective - Non Academic No  credit
Corequisite: Must be a current member of a Prefer  ence given to
Hoover varsity athletic team and recommended junio rs and seniors

by the varsity coach

This class is designed for male and female varsity athletes as an off-season conditioning
program. Students must be active participants on a Hoover varsity interscholastic athletic
team. Athletes from any team will be accepted into the class only after communication has
taken place between the varsity coach and the course instructor. The major components of
this course are weight training, aerobics, running, and pylometrics. The instructor will
develop the specific training plan for each student athlete with input from the varsity coach.
The class will be taught the last period of the day. When athletes are not in class, they will be
assigned to a study hall. This class does not replace the two semesters of Physical
Education required for graduation.

0709 Swim Team - Elective No credit

The swim team meets each day 13th period for conditioning and practice. It is recommended
that members of the swim team schedule this period.
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SCIENCE

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: Three credits including Fr eshman Science and Biology.
COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: Three credits (cour ses)

The Science Department at Hoover High school has developed courses with a student-directed and inquiry-
based hands-on learning approach. Students are encouraged at all levels to use problem-solving and critical
thinking skills. Real world application is emphasized. All science classes include significant laboratory
experiences and are considered lab sciences.

Students must receive three core science credits in order to graduate. All freshmen are required to take a
Freshman Science class and all sophomores are required to take a Biology class. Juniors and seniors should
choose a third and/or fourth year class that is appropriate to their future plans. Chemistry, Physics, and
Anatomy and Physiology are core courses designed for all college-bound students. Integrated Environmental
Science and Conceptual Physics are core courses that fulfill the science requirement in a single period, and are
appropriate for the student who may be college-bound but is not interested in pursuing a science-related
career. Students who have not reached a proficient level on the OGT science test should take Integrated
Environmental Science. Marine Biology is an elective science course that may be taken as an addition to the
core curriculum, but is not a core science class.

The following courses require a separate laboratory class, which meets every other day with a study hall on the
alternate days. Students are assigned either an “A” lab schedule or a “B” lab schedule. For example: In an “A”
schedule, students attend class for two periods on “A” lab days, and attend class for a single period and go to
study hall on alternate “B” days. The opposite is true for “B” lab schedules. These courses fill two periods per
day in the student’'s schedule. The possibility of scheduling a yearlong physical education class opposite the
lab may exist.

0314 Biology

0315* Honors Biology
0316* AP Biology

0325* Honors Chemistry
0335* AP Physics
0326* AP Chemistry

Students who wish to go from a regular to accelerated science course may do so only on the
recommendation of their teacher.

Marine Biology and Independent Science Research (SERP) are elective courses and require a
selection process. Please see the course description for eligibility requirements.

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0304 Freshman Science - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 9
Fee: Lab fee required

This integrated course is a study of the physics, chemistry, and earth and space science. It is the
first year science course in the core curriculum. The course uses an inquiry-based lab approach
and is aligned to the Ohio Graduation Test standards.

0305* Freshman Science Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 9
Fee: Lab fee required

This course is designed for the science-oriented student. The course uses an inquiry-based
lab approach to understand chemistry, physics, and earth and space science. Since this is
an Honors course, there are high expectations for work outside of the classroom. The
quantity and quality of student work is well above that of a regular level course. It is strongly
recommended that the student be taking an Honors level math class. Formal lab reports and
enrichment projects are required.

0314 Biology - Required 1%% credits
Prerequisite: Freshman Science Grades 10, 11, 12
Fee: Lab fee required

This course provides the basic understanding of the living world and is intended for those
students who have completed freshman science. It is the second year science course in the
core curriculum. The major areas of study are homeostasis, natural selection, energy matter
and organization, heredity, growth and development, and ecology. This class is inquiry
based and puts emphasis on the connection between biology and everyday activities.
Expectations include projects and laboratory reports. A laboratory period is required and
meets every other day. Requires two periods in schedule.

0315* Biology Honors - Required 1% credits
Prerequisite: Freshman Science (Honors level Grad e 10
recommended)

Fee: Lab fee required

Honors Biology provides a challenging Biology alternative. Inquiry-based teaching methods
are used and critical thinking is emphasized over memorization and recall. Class and
homework assignments require good study skills and time management. An investigative
approach is used in constructing an understanding and appreciation of the living world. The
major areas of study are natural selection, homeostasis, energy, matter, and organization,
growth and development, heredity, and ecology. Students are required to complete several
projects outside the classroom. Expectations for the quality and quantity of student work are
well above that of the regular level course. A laboratory period is required and meets every
other day. Requires two periods in schedule.

0316* Advanced Placement Biology - Required 1 Y2 credits
Prerequisite: Honors Freshman Science Grade 10
and teacher recommendation
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam, lab fee req uired

AP Biology is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college introductory biology
course. A college-level textbook is used. It is designed for students who are interested in
preparing for the Advanced Placement Biology test and provides the necessary background
for students interested in careers in medicine and science. The range and depth of topics
covered, the type of laboratory work done by students, and the time and effort required of
students distinguish this course from other Biology offerings. Topics covered include the
chemistry of life, cells, cellular energetics, heredity, molecular genetics, natural selection,
biodiversity, structure and function of plants and animals, and ecology. Students are required
to complete a variety of projects and numerous assignments outside of class. A laboratory
period is required and meets every other day. Requires two periods in schedule.
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0321 Integrated Environmental Science - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Biology Grades 11, 12
Fee: Lab fee required

This course is a 3rd year, integrated high school science course with a strong emphasis on
hands-on investigations. The program is presented in four thematic units and includes topics
from chemistry, biology, and earth science. The course focuses on the use of environmental
resources in responsible ways. The class meets one period daily. Students who have not
reached a proficient level on the OGT Science will automatically be scheduled into this
course. This class meets one period daily.

0324 Chemistry - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Algebra |, Geometry, Biology Grades 11,12
Recommended: Concurrent enrollment in Algebra Il
Fee: Lab fee required

This traditional college preparatory course in general chemistry is for the student who needs
a basic, comprehensive course in chemistry. It is designed for those students who will need
theoretical and practical chemistry for further study in technology, nursing, health careers,
and home economics. A working knowledge of algebra is required. The course includes
atomic theory, chemical bonding, chemical reactions, solution chemistry, chemical analysis,
and organic chemistry. It is also expected that the student will develop an appreciation of the
historical development of the scientific theories, scientific attitudes, and the practical aspects
of chemistry. Laboratory experiences will include chemical preparations, chemical analysis,
experiments exploring chemical principles, and several demonstrations. This class meets on

period daily.

0325* Chemistry Honors - Elective 1% credits
Prerequisite: Algebra |, Geometry, Biology (Honors level Grades 11, 12
recommended)

Algebra Il taken concurrently with Chemistry 0325*
Fee: Lab fee required

This rigorous chemistry course is designed for those students with a strong background and
interest in science and mathematics. Emphasis is placed on problem solving, mole concept,
modern atomic theory, bonding, thermodynamics, chemical equilibria, solution, chemistry and
oxidation-reduction. Historical and practical aspects of chemistry are also included. A
laboratory period which meets every other day is required. Extended group and individual
projects will be required throughout the year. Laboratory experiences will include chemical
preparations, analysis, principles, and the use of technology and instrumentation. Requires
two periods in schedule.

0326* Advanced Placement Chemistry — Elective 1 Y2credits
Pre- or co-requisite: Algebra Il Honors or Preca  Iculus Grades 11, 12
Honors and AP Biology or Honors Biology with
Teacher recommendation

AP Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college introductory
chemistry course. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the
Advanced Placement Chemistry exam. It is intended for the serious student who wishes to
obtain a strong background in chemistry. A college-level textbook and laboratory book are
used. Laboratory work is used extensively in the course and is often a cooperative venture.
Topics of study include the following: chemical nomenclature, quantum mechanics, atomic
structure, periodicity, states of matter, thermodynamics, equilibrium, acids-bases, salts,
electrochemistry, kinetics, solution chemistry, nuclear chemistry, organic chemistry, and
biochemistry. The use of mathematics is extensive. Evaluation is based upon homework,
laboratory results and reports, quizzes and tests. A laboratory period is required and meets
every other day. Requires two periods in schedule.
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0333 Conceptual Physics - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Biology Grades 11, 12
Fee: Lab fee required

The emphasis of this course is to expose students to physics concepts by engaging students
in problem solving as it relates to real-world physics. A minimal amount of mathematics will
be used to support these concepts. Students will study physics phenomena by observing
and offering explanations to various demonstrations and laboratory experiences. Students
will also work in teams to solve problems involving physics principles and complete various
projects as they relate to these principles. (Recycle cars, balsawood bridges, etc.) This
course is for those students interested in increasing their understanding of physical science
but not planning to pursue a career in science, engineering, or mathematics. The class
meets one period daily.

0334 Physics - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Biology Grades 11, 12
Pre- or Co-requisite: Algebra I
Fee: Lab fee required

Through various hands-on activities, projects, and open-ended scientific inquires
(experiments), students will be exposed to linear and curvilinear (projectile) motion, cause of
these motions, conservation laws relating to momentum and energy, wave motion relating to
sound, light, and the electromagnetic spectrum, and electricity. Emphasis is placed on the
development of scientific models, problem solving, and application of concepts to various
situations and problems. Students will be required to complete several projects. This class
meets one period daily.

0335* Advanced Placement Physics - Elective 1 YA credits
Pre- or Co-requisite: Precalculus Honors 0235* Gr ades 11, 12
or Calculus 0245* or Advanced Placement
Calculus 0246* and AP Chemistry or Honors Chemistry
with teacher recommendation
Application for admission is required
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam, lab fee requ ired

This course utilizes a college-level text and is equivalent to a first-year college course in
physics. It is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement Physics “B” Test. The course emphasizes concept development, high level of
mathematical problem-solving skills, and scientific inquiry designed to apply physic concepts
to problem-based learning situations. This course provides the necessary background in
physics for students interested in careers in medicine or engineering or a science major.
Students are required to complete a variety of projects and numerous assignments outside of
class. Students will have the chance to do additional work on topics outside of class in order
to take the AP Physics “C-E & M.” A laboratory period is required and meets every other day.
Requires two periods in schedule.

0345* Marine Biology - Elective Y4 credit
Prerequisites: Biology Grades 11, 12
Approval of screening committee is required
Cost: Approximately $1700

This course is designed to acquaint the student with the marine ecosystem, in general, and
with the flora and fauna of a living coral reef, more specifically. The course will deal with the
taxonomy and natural history of all the major groups of plants, invertebrates and vertebrates
which inhabit a subtropical reef. The course will also survey career opportunities in marine
biology and oceanography. Students taking this course will spend one week on Andros
Island, Bahamas, doing field observations. Field observations include snorkeling over the
world's third longest barrier reef and observing its diverse flora and fauna through some of
the clearest seawater in the world. Class meets one evening per week December to May.
Snorkeling and free-diving instruction will be given prior to the field experience.
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0350* Independent Science Research (SERP) - Electiv e Y4 credit

Pre-or Co-requisite: Enrollment in a full-credit Grades 10-12
honors-level science course
Application process involving both student and pare nt contract signatures, as well as

teacher recommendations. Selection may be limited.

Course fees and costs: $25 course fee, variable reg istration fees for required science
competitions/symposiums, probable additional costs for materials used to develop
individual projects, travel costs incurred during i ndividual research and project
development sessions.

Students will be given an opportunity to perform an extended individual experimental
research investigation in a science laboratory setting throughout the summer and school
year, as well as present their findings at local science fairs and the Ohio Junior Science and
Humanities Symposium. During this process, students will have the opportunity to work with
university/industry mentors who will serve as consultants while students research, develop
and test their solutions to real-world problems throughout the school year. Minimum
expectations for successfully completing the course are as follows:

1) attend a required four-day summer workshop which will allow students to visit
research sites, meet scientists/engineers performing current research, and possibly meet
with university/industry mentors

2) completion of at least 80 hours of logged course time, which includes the following
school-year required activities : mandatory participation in five (5) two-hour instructional
evening classes plus five (5) two-hour follow-up classes, field trips, independent research
and project experimentation/development, presentations at required science fairs and
symposiums
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SOCIAL STUDIES

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT:  Three credits including Wo rld Studies, US History, US
Government and Economics.

COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENT: Three credits

Social studies courses are designed to give basic information relative to the past and present experiences
of people, as well as enriching our understanding of the world around us. Cultural adjustments,
geographic orientation, historic perspective, citizenship responsibilities, economic orientation, and human
understanding are but a few of the benefits, which can be derived from these subjects. The more we
understand the experiences of others, the better qualified we are to find our own identity in American
society.  Students are encouraged to select courses based on State and Board of Education
requirements as well as their own needs and interests.

0415 World Studies - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 9

This course traces the cultural contributions, the social and political activities, and the
economic developments in Eastern and Western societies chronologically from the
Enlightenment through the Twentieth Century. World geography and current events, both
national and international, are infused into the course. The course is designed to give
students background in the content areas and the skills and methods necessary in preparing
for the Ohio Graduation Test in Social Studies.

0423 United States History - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 10

This course is designed to address the major political, economic, geographic, and social
themes in America from 1877 to the present. Students will examine America’s foreign and
domestic policies and the individuals who helped to shape the history of the United States.
The course is also designed to give students background in the content areas and the skills
and methods necessary in preparing for the Ohio Graduation Test in Social Studies.

0427* Advanced Placement United States History - Re  quired 1 credit
Prerequisite: Recommendations from World Studies Grade 10
and English teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam

This is a challenging course similar to a college survey course. It is designed to prepare
students for the Advanced Placement exam in United States History. Tracing America’s past
from New World beginnings to the present, emphasis is placed on critical thinking skills,
essay writing, and interpretation. Solid reading and writing skills, along with a willingness to
devote considerable time to homework and preparation are necessary to succeed.
Numerous unit projects will be required throughout the year. The course is also designed to
give students background in the content areas and the skills and methods necessary in
preparing for the Ohio Graduation Test in Social Studies.

0435 United States Government/Economics - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: American History Grade 11

This course is designed to include a survey of the foundations of American government--its
politics, elections, political parties, court systems, and major governing branches. An
emphasis will be placed on the rights and responsibilities of citizens in a democracy and on
current issues and problems confronting Americans. The second half of this course is
devoted to the study of economics with an emphasis on the practices and theories relating to
American's free enterprise system.
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0437* Advanced Placement Government/ Honors Economi  c¢s - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: United States History and recommenda  tion Grade 11
from United States History teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This is a course for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced Placement
exam in United States Government. The emphasis will be on structure, political thought, and
theoretical interpretation as each relates to the American federal system. The AP course will
encompass the first three nine-week periods. The remaining nine-week period will be
devoted to the study of economics. Students will explore major economic concepts, have the
opportunity to interact with a business consultant on a weekly basis, and participate in a
computer-simulated market economy as part of a corporation.

0439* Advanced Placement Economics - Elective lcr edit
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation Grades 11,1 2
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam
AP Macroeconomics-

This course is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement exam in Macroeconomics. The purpose of an AP course in Macroeconomics is to
give students a through understanding of the principles of economics that apply to an
economic system as a whole. Such a course places particular emphasis on the study of
national income and price-level determination, and also develops students’ familiarity with
economic performance measures, the financial sector, stabilization policies, economic growth
and international economics.

AP Microeconomics-

This course is designed for students who are interested in preparing for the Advanced
Placement exam in Microeconomics. The purpose of an AP course in Microeconomics is to
give students a through understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the
functions of individual decision makers, both consumers and producers, within the economic
system. li places primary emphasis on nature and functions of product markets, and includes
the study of factor markets and the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and
equity in the economy.

Sufficient enrollment required for this course to b e offered.

0447 Social Psychology/Sociology: Problems in Socie  ty - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: United States Government and Economic s Grade 12

One semester of this yearlong course is designed to develop a more objective understanding
of individual behavior--one's own and that of others. It emphasizes the historical
development of psychological theories and includes the use of various supplemental
materials to the text.

The other semester of this yearlong course is designed to introduce students to the study of
human relationships and their social consequences. An examination is made of social
interaction and various institutions.

0445* Advanced Placement Psychology - Elective lc redit
Prerequisite: Recommendation from United States G rade11l, 12
History, Government, or Economics Teacher and
English teacher
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam

This course will cover an extensive introduction to the field of psychology to prepare for the
College Board AP Psychology examination. Topics for the course include social psychology,
the history and approaches of psychology, research methods and statistics, biological
considerations, perception and sensation, states of consciousness, cognition, testing,
motivation, developmental psychology, mental disorders, and their treatments.
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3449 Introduction to Law: The United States Legal S  ystem - Elective 4 credit
Semester course
Prerequisite: United States Government and Economic s Grade 12

This is a semester course designed to provide practical information about the law and our
system of justice, problem-solving opportunities for students, and the role law plays in our
society. The course will promote an awareness of current issues and controversies relating
to law and the legal system.

SPECIAL EDUCATION

The following courses are available to those students who have been identified and remain eligible for
these services and who are interested in pursuing course work in career and technical education.

AN |IEP IS REQUIRED FOR ENROLLMENT - These courses m eet the NCAA core course
requirements.

5100 English IX - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - None Grade 9

This course is designed to provide basic English skills for those students whose learning
styles require modified instructional techniques and materials. Evaluations are individualized
according to student needs.

5110 English X - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - None Grade 10

This course is designed to provide basic English skills for those students whose learning
styles require modified instructional techniques and materials. Evaluations are individualized
according to student needs.

5129 English XI - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - None Grade 11

This course is designed to provide basic English skills for those students whose learning
styles require modified instructional techniques and material. Evaluations are individualized
according to student needs. A focus on careers is stressed.

5125 English XII - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - None Grade 12

This course is designed to provide basic English skills for those students whose learning
styles require modified instructional techniques and materials. Functional communication will
be emphasized. Evaluations are individualized according to students needs.

5130 Reading 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to provide basic reading skills in word recognition and
comprehension. It is provided for those students whose learning styles require modified
instructional techniques, materials and who need preparation for the OGT. Evaluations are
individualized according to student needs. This yearlong course meets one period daily.

5202 Integrated Math | - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - None

This course provides instruction in Algebra and Geometry skills based on the Ohio
Department of Education standards used on the Ohio Graduation Test (OGT). The course
progresses at a pace, which allows time for students to master concepts and applications and
provides some review of computational skills.
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5203 Integrated Math Il - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite - 5202 Integrated Math |

This is the successive course to 5202 Integrated Math | and continues to progress at a slower
pace with a more individual approach. Instruction and evaluation will be adjusted to meet
student needs.

5213 Geometry Survey - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite — 5203 Integrated Math Il

Please refer to Page 28 for course information (Course 0213). This course will be taught in a
small group at a slower pace. Instruction and evaluation will be modified to meet student

needs.
5306 Freshman Science - Required 1 credit
Prerequisites: None Grade 9

This yearlong, one-period course exposes students to basic instruction in the areas of
physics, chemistry, and earth/space science. Using an inquiry approach and numerous
hands on activities, this course is intended for students who do not plan to pursue a science
related career. Instruction and evaluation are paced to meet individual student needs.

5307 Biology Survey - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 10

This course is intended for students who have completed freshman science and who do not
plan to pursue a science related career. Major areas of study include: homeostasis, energy
and organization, heredity, growth and development, and ecology. Using an inquiry
approach, this class meets one period daily.

5323 Integrated Chemistry/Physics - Required lcre dit
Prerequisite: None Grade 11

This yearlong course surveys concepts in physical science and integrates these with
biological and earth science concepts using the theme of sustainability of the Earth’s
resources. This class meets one period daily.

5415 World Studies - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 9

This course traces the cultural contributions, the political activities, and the economic
developments in Western and non-Western societies from 1600 through the twentieth
century. World geography and current events, both national and international, are infused
into the course. This course is designed to give students the geographic and historic
background necessary for understanding today's global developments. Instruction and
evaluations are modified to meet the student needs.

5420 United States History - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 10

This course is designed to address the major political, economic, and social themes from
1877 to the present. Students will examine America’s foreign policies and individuals who
have helped shape the history of the United States. Students will also explore various
aspects of American culture, including our representative government, free enterprise
system, the influence of geography in our history and current events pertinent to our daily
lives. Instruction and evaluations are modified to meet the student needs.
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5439 United States Government/Economics - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grade 11

This course is designed to include a survey of the foundations of American government--its
politics, elections, political parties, court systems, and major governing branches. An
emphasis will be placed on the rights and responsibilities of citizens in a democracy and on
current issues and problems confronting Americans. The second half of this course is
devoted to the study of economics with an emphasis on the practices and theories relating to
American's free enterprise system. Instruction and evaluations are modified to meet the
student needs.

AN IEP IS REQUIRED FOR ENROLLMENT IN THE FOLLOWING BASIC LEVEL CLASSES. THEY
DO NOT MEET THE NCAA NOR COLLEGE PREP COURSE REQUIR EMENTS.

5120 English - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to develop daily living skills that are used at school, work, and in the
outside world. Skills involving speaking, listening, reading, and writing will be strengthened
as well as how to use different information sources (ex: dictionary, phone book, recipes.).

5211 Integrated Math - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is intended to provide instruction on basic math concepts that are necessary for
success in everyday situations at school, at home, in the community, and in the workplace.
The goal is to provide students with skills needed for independent living, employability, and
contributing members of society. Instruction and evaluation are adjusted to meet student
needs.

5416 Integrated History | - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to give students the geographic and historic background necessary
for understanding of today’s global changes. World Geography and current events, both
national and international, are included in this course. Instruction and evaluation are adjusted
to meet student needs.

5410 Integrated History Il - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to address the major political, economic, and social themes from
1877 to present. Students will examine America’s foreign policies and individuals who have
helped shape the history of the United States. Instruction and evaluation are adjusted to
meet student needs.

5440 Integrated History Il - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to include discussion of American government - its politics, elections,
political parties, court systems, and major governing branches. Emphasis will be placed on
the rights and responsibilities of citizens in a democratic society as well as current issues and
problems confronting Americans. The second half of this course emphasizes the study of
economics and the practices and theories relating to American’s free enterprise system.
Instruction and evaluation are adjusted to meet student needs.
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5310 Integrated Science | - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to study the makeup of the earth: its structure, chemical composition,
atmosphere, oceans, and position in space, in a small group setting. A general background
is provided for those students who are not pursuing a career in science. Instruction and
evaluation are adjusted to meet student needs.

5310 Integrated Science Il - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course emphasizes major biological concepts, in a small group setting. The focus is on
major life processes that are part of everyone’s everyday experiences. Methods, materials,
and assessments are meant to focus on the learning styles of the students.

5310 Integrated Science Il - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course focuses on physical science and the use of the Earth’s resources while applying
biological and earth science concepts, in a small group setting. Instruction and evaluation
are adjusted to meet student needs.

5701 Career Education 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

The course is designed as a introductory program to the world of work. The course
addresses job application, resume writing, job interviews, job strategies, work characteristics,
career exploration, career interests and job maintenance.

AN |IEP IS REQUIRED FOR ENROLLMENT IN THE FOLLOWING LIFE SKILL CLASSES. THEY DO
NOT MEET THE NCAA NOR COLLEGE PREP CORE COURSE REQU IREMENTS.

5120 English - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is individualized according to each student’'s needs. The emphasis is placed on
functional reading and communication skills that are essential for day-to-day living.

5640 Social Studies - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is individualized according to each student’s needs. This course focuses on
everyday life experiences that are critical for maximizing independence for students in a wide
variety of community environments.

5310 Science - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is individualized according to each student’s needs. This course focuses on
science in the real world.

5211 Math - Required 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is individualized according to each student’s needs. This course deals with
survival math skills that are essential for day-to-day living.
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5650 Work Study 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is individualized according to each student's needs. The student will gain
experience with job related skills in a structured Community-Based Vocation Training
Program.

5660 World of Work Class (WOW) 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed to address the skills necessary for the world of work. This course will
address work skills, job applications and interviews, resume writing, career exploration and
interests, and completed portfolio for future use. This is course is individualized according to
each student’s needs.

WORLD LANGUAGES

GRADUATION REQUIREMENT: None

COLLEGE ADDMISSION REQUIREMENT: Two credits of the same language. Private and out-of-
state colleges/universities may require three or mo re credits.

The World Language courses are electives open to students of all grade levels. Language study is
encouraged for all college-bound students since two years or more may be required for college
admission, to earn an Ohio Honors Diploma and/or Award of Merit.  Four to five years of foreign
language will prepare students for the Advanced Placement test. Passing the test may give students
college credit in the world language requirement. Students are required to purchase a workbook for most
language courses.

Students who decide not to continue the study of their first world language are encouraged to enroll in
another language class.

Students who have not earned an 80 percent average for the second semester  of a language
course are not recommended to progress to the next level. Teacher recommendation for enroliment
will be distributed prior to course sign-ups to aid in placement. Students whose grades by the end of the
year do not merit promotion to the next level could be automatically dropped back.

0511 American Sign Language | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 10, 11, 12

ASL | is an introduction to the language and culture used by Deaf people in the United States
and parts of Canada. Students will learn vocabulary, grammar and sentence structure that is
unique to ASL. Some topics learned are family, transportation, calendar, school life, food,
deafness, holidays, idioms, humor, songs, famous Deaf, stories and conversations.

0512 American Sign Language Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: An 80% average or above in ASL | G rades 11,12
Is recommended.

ASL Il is a yearlong class that will allow the students to use the strong basic skills they leared
in ASL | as they learn more vocabulary and ASL grammar. Deaf Culture will continue to be
an everyday occurrence within the classroom as they learn to interact and get the attention of
their Deaf teacher.
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0513* American Sign Language Ill — Honors - Electiv e 1 credit
Prerequisite: An 80% average or above in ASL Il G rade 12
is recommended

ASL Il students become more personally involved within the Deaf Community as they
expand both their expressive and receptive signing skills. Personal interaction with members
of the Deaf Community, Deaf literature, ASL linguistics, and continued understanding and
acceptance of Deaf Culture are all fascinating aspects of Honors ASL IlI.

0521 German | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

This course is an introduction to the basic concepts of modern German. First-year German
enables the students to understand, speak, and write simple statements, questions, and
commands in German. The students will learn greetings, weather, food, calendar, time, and
common everyday activities.

0522 German Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: German | Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
80% average or above recommended

German Il builds on the skills learned in German | and enables the student to read short
narratives, write simple letters, carry on a conversation about everyday topics, and give a
simple description of what he/she sees or does. This course focuses intensely on grammar

proficiency.
0523* German Il Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: German I Grades 10, 11, 12

80% average or above recommended

The first semester of German Ill combines the completion of basic grammar study with
reading of anecdotes and short selections of fiction and non-fiction. Also included is the
written and spoken re-telling of the reading selections. Second semester focuses on applying
the skills learned in the preceding five semesters in a variety of activities. The class uses
newspapers, magazines, advertisements, modern short stories, and poetry (all entirely in
German) for oral and written presentation of opinions, and factual subject matter. Students
who complete this level successfully meet the foreign language requirement for the Honor’s

Diploma.
0524* German IV Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: German Ill Grades 11, 12

80% average or above recommended
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment

The first semester of German IV combines some review of grammar with an overview of the
geography of German speaking countries and an introduction to some modern German
authors. Several short written reports are required as well as some brief written expressions
of opinions about the literary selections. Some of the activities of the second semester
include reading a short mystery novel, newspaper and magazine articles, oral reports, and
translation of selected materials.

0525* Advanced Placement German Language - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: German IV Grade 12
80% average or above recommended
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP Exam
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment

The overall goal of the course is to prepare students to perform at a high level of proficiency
in the six basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, grammar, and
vocabulary.  Advance literature and grammar books, plus AP materials supplement
classroom instruction.
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0531 Spanish | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Spanish | is an introduction to the basic concepts of the Spanish language. Students learn
greetings, time, weather expressions, food, the calendar and other daily vocabulary as well
as basic grammar. Students will also learn strategies to help them acquire the language. All
aspects of language will be addressed: speaking, listening, reading and writing. The
Hispanic culture will be explored through classroom activities.

0532 Spanish Il - Elective 1 credit

Prerequisite: Spanish | Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
80% average or above recommended

Spanish Il is a continuation of Spanish I. The same series of texts, tapes, videos, workbooks
and all other materials is used. The student is introduced to two new tenses. Vocabulary is
expanded extensively. Classroom accent is Latin American; however, audiotapes utilize
native speakers from all Spanish-speaking countries. This course addresses all aspects of
language learning, including speaking, listening, reading, writing, grammar, vocabulary, and

culture.
0533* Spanish Il Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Spanish I Grades 10, 11, 12

80% average or above recommended

This course develops the students' communicative competency in the four language skills of
listening, speaking, reading, and writing. It also increases their knowledge and awareness of
other cultures. Several new verb tenses are introduced. Vocabulary building continues and
grammar concepts are reinforced. Activities are student-centered and communication-
oriented.  Students who complete this level successfully meet the foreign language
requirement for the Honor's Diploma.

0534* Spanish IV Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: Spanish lll Grades 11, 12
80% average or above recommended
Course offering is dependent upon sufficient enroll ment

Level IV begins with a review of verb tenses, incorporating an extensive verb vocabulary.
Students will complete their acquisition of verb tenses. Literary selections, culture, speaking,
listening comprehension, and well-structured essays round out this bridge to the AP V
Spanish Language course.

0535* Advanced Placement Spanish Language - Electiv e 1 credit
Prerequisite: Spanish IV Grade 12
80% average or above recommended
Course offering is dependent upon sufficient enroll ment

Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

The overall goal of the course is to prepare students to perform at a high level of proficiency
in the six basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, grammar and
vocabulary. Advanced literature and grammar books, audiotapes, and AP materials
supplement classroom instruction. Upon completion of this course, students are expected to
be successful in the university placement tests.
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0541 French | - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: None Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

French | is an introduction to the basic concepts of modern French. Students learn greetings,
weather activities, food, the calendar, time, other daily vocabulary, and basic grammar. Most
work in class is oral with written homework reinforcing the classroom presentation. Students
learn about France and other francophone countries through classroom activities and outside
projects. A Home-Tutor CD-Rom program enhances classroom work. A basic understanding
of language structure is highly recommended.

0542 French Il - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: French | Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
80% average or above recommended

French 1l is a continuation of French | program. The spoken language is stressed in
classroom activities, outside projects, and audio and video selections. Students expand their
knowledge of French through learning more verb tenses, developing their vocabulary, and
practicing grammar exercises. Students will have opportunities to read, write, speak, and
hear the language. They are expected to use the Home-Tutor CD-Rom program.

0543* French Ill Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: French Il Grades 10, 11, 12
80% average or above recommended

Students continue to develop skills in oral comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing by
classroom presentations, cultural and literary readings, short compositions, language lab
activities, grammar study, and the Home-Tutor CD-Rom program. Students who complete
this level successfully meet the foreign language requirement for the Honor’s Diploma.

0544* French IV Honors - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: French IlI Grades 11, 12
80% average or above recommended
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment

Literary readings are introduced with further grammar study. Listening comprehension,
speaking, and writing are practiced through audio and videotape programs, class
presentations, and frequent compositions.

0545* Advanced Placement French Language - Elective 1 credit
Prerequisite: French IV Grade 12
80% average or above recommended
Course offering will be dependent upon sufficient e nrollment
Fee: Approximately $86.00 for AP exam

This course prepares students for the French language AP Test. Using tapes, AP materials, periodicals,
and literary selections, students further develop speaking skills, listening comprehension, reading ability,
and grammar proficiency.

INTRODUCTION

Through the cooperative efforts of the Jackson Local, Lake Local, North Canton City, and Plain Local
School Districts, the following career/technical programs are available to students from all four districts.

If a program is offered at the home school as well as at another school, the student will be
required to participate in the home-school program.

Depending on the specific class times at the host s chool next year, students are only able to

Length: Two years
Grade Level: 11, 12
Credit: 3 each year (1 science credit & 2 lab)
Fee: $50.00 (11)- $30.00 (12)

*Additional Summer Credit: % credit before Horticulture | is optional. One-half credit between
Horticulture | and Il is required.

To create and maintain beauty around public and private areas is the primary job of a horticulturist.
Therefore, this course involves the growing of flowers, ornamental shrubs, and nursery stock. Students
also are involved in the planning of landscapes and floral arrangements. They also learn about
management of flower shops, golf courses, parks, nurseries, and the maintenance and repair of small
gas engines. The students work in a greenhouse, in the flower shop, and out of doors. Summer work is
an important part of this program.

9496 Child Care Services | GlenOak High School
9499 Child Care Services |l

Prerequisite: None

Length: 1 year

Grade Level: 11

Credit: 3

Fee: $45.00

This program is designed to expose students to occupations in child care, guidance, and child care
service management. It includes instruction and experiences designed to develop competencies in
teaching and guiding young children. Students will study child growth and development, recreational
and play activities, child abuse and neglect, communicable diseases, and parent and child-centered
relationships. In addition, students will learn about the proper maintenance of children's environment,
as well as the laws, regulations, and policies governing child care services.
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9532 Automotive Mechanics |

9536 Automotive Mechanics Il GlenOak High School
Prerequisite: None
Length: Two years
Grade Level: 11,12
Credit: 3 each year
Fee: Approximately $55.00 (11) - $55.00 (12)

(Plus tools and clothing)

The automotive mechanics program is designed to give students entry-level skills in automotive
mechanics. Completion of this program will provide students with career opportunities in the automotive
field and related areas. Students purchase tool kits. All students are in the laboratory three periods
each day.

9524 Cosmetology |

9528 Cosmetology Il GlenOak High School
Prerequisite: None
Length: Two years
Grade Level: 11,12
Credit: 4 first year; 4 second year
Fee: Approximately $225.00 (11) - $57.00 (12)

(Plus necessary apparel)

The cosmetology program is designed to prepare students to pursue careers as hair stylists or
cosmetologists. Cosmetology is a licensed occupation, and students are eligible to take the State
Board of Cosmetology Licensing Examination. Students are required to purchase uniforms and a
cosmetology kit. This cosmetology kit is purchased through the cosmetology department to ensure
quality tools and to obtain the best price. The maximum enroliment in each class is 20 students.
Students who are behind in credits will have to attend summer school in order to enroll in this program.
Students must pass all academic classes along with Cosmetology. Transportation may be the
responsibility of the student.

GLENOAK HIGH SCHOOL

Dance

Course Number: 9710
Site: GlenOak High School
Prerequisite;  Some previous training
Length: 1 year (8:00 am to Noon)
Credit: 1
Grade Level: 10-12
Fee: None; Proper attire required

Dance is designed for those students with some dance experience. This course focuses
on the study of ballet with emphasis on body placement and stability. At this level of
instruction, the concentration is on longer combinations on demi-pointe to develop
strength and endurance. Work with the upper body, head, and arms is intensified to
develop and expand the understanding of body line. Classes will also include modern
dance, tap dance, lab annotation, dance history, and basic techniques of teaching dance.
Students may be placed in different classes based on skill level.

LAKE HIGH SCHOOL

Advanced Placement Art History

Site: Lake High School

Prerequisite:  None. However, Students who have done well in history, literature, or
studio art courses are encouraged to enroll.)

Credit: 1

Grade Level: 11-12

In AP Art History, students examine major artistic works from the past to present world
civilizations. This course is roughly equivalent to introductory college courses in both
western and non-western art history. Emphasis is placed on a student’s analysis of how
man-made objects reflect and respond to historical events and cultural phenomena.
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Advanced Placement European History
Course Number: 9459

Site: Jackson High School
Prerequisite:  None

Length: 1 year

Credit: 1

Grade Level: 11

This course is a college level study of the history of Europe from 1300 to the present. One of the
central goals of the course is to provide students with a basic narrative of the cultural, economic,
political, and social developments in Europe that played a fundamental role in shaping our world.

In addition to providing a basic narrative of events and movements, the goals of the AP European
History course are to develop (a) an understanding of some of the principal themes in modern
European History, (a) an ability to analyze historical evidence, and (c) an ability to analyze and to
express historical understanding in writing.

This course will prepare you for many of the skills you will need in college. You will read and
write on a level equal to that of a college underclassman. You will be tested over numerous
chapters of material at one time. Tests will consist of single essay questions that will take you on
average 5 minutes to plan and 30 minutes to write. Other tests will consist of 50 to 60 multiple
choice questions to be answered in a class period. You will be trained to answer a DBQ,
Document Based Question. All of the above will prepare you for the College Board Exam given
in May.

STARK COUNTY TECH PREP CONSORTIUM

The Tech Prep programs, through a cooperative relationship with the public school systems of Stark
County, Stark State College of Technology, labor, local business and industry, focus on educational and
career preparation for high school students. The programs are college prep programs but also include
occupational training. After completion of a strong academic and technical program in high school, the
Tech Prep students will be prepared to continue their education at a two-year college, pursue a
baccalaureate degree at a four-year college or enter full time employment. The Tech Prep programs
integrate academic and occupational subjects through a four-year program beginning in the junior year of
high school and continuing through at least two years of post secondary education. Students from all
Consortium high schools are eligible to apply for admission to these programs on a tuition-free basis.
Transportation will be the responsibility of the st udent.
